CALL TO ODER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on October 11th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Squibb motioned to approve the agenda with the addition of 10-28 and 10-29 Resolutions and move 8G to 8C, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion of the September 20th and October 5th minutes by Council Member Olson with the following changes:   In the October 5, 2010 minutes in the 6th paragraph Council Member Bergsma made the motion to approve the Crysteel bid.  Also to add in paragraph 5 that the original budget should not be changed throughout the year in the future, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL 

George Eilertson with Northland Securities addressed the Council and Hector EDA about the possible refinancing the City/EDA Housing Development Bonds from 2002.  The net cost savings would be $400,641.51 with a drop of interest from 5.18% to 3.35%.  He also addressed the General Obligation Improvement Bonds of 2004 net cost savings of $16,761.63.

Council Member Olson motioned for Mr. Eilertson to start working on putting information together to proceed as presented with the refinancing, second by Council Member Squibb.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

AIRPORT

Motion to approve the contract amendment with SEH for $5,000 on services associated with the construction of the box culvert materials for the runway safety area projects by Council member Squibb, second by Council Member Schwiderski.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried. 
AMBULANCE

Motion to approve the North Memorial EMS Education Course Contract for EMT training by Council Member Schwiderski, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against. Motion carried.
The ambulance crew was present to ask for a new cot.  There is a concern for the staff in the lifting abilities of the cot that is almost 10 years old.  Motion to purchase a new power cot with trade in for $9,976.00 by Council Member Schwiderski, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski, and Squibb voted against.  Motion carried.  The council thanked the crew for all their hard work and dedication.

TASK FORCE

The task force to look into building code issues presented their report. Based on the committee recommendations the council motioned to prepare a Request for Proposal for a building inspector by Council Member Squibb, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion Carried.  The city will look into hiring an interim inspector.  Council members Schwiderski and Olson will take the lead in this.
POLICE

The police presented squad car descriptions.  After some review a motion was made by Council Member Olson with a second by Council Member Schwiderski to go with the 2011 Caprice. Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski, and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.  USDA will be notified so the grant process can continue.  
The police department will be having an open house on Saturday, November 13, 2010 from 10:00 a.m. - 4:00 p.m.  

Office Kozel has moved to part time and PERA by default goes to the coordinated plan from the fire and police fund unless the council decides otherwise.  The council will leave it as the coordinated plan by default.

WATER/WASTEWATER

The waste and wastewater department have about 4 blocks of jetting left to do and then will start on the storm sewers.  Schueller will check on the culvert behind L. Grimm’s house for blockage.  J. Stamer built over an existing water and sewer main.  The city will send him a letter to cap them.

ADMINISTRATION

Motion to continue to rotate the insurance agents every four years as set up by the council in November of 2006, by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
Hoyhtya will check on having to go out to bids for the garbage service.

The city will not charge for non-profits to use the community center but will suggest a donation for the use of the utilities.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

The council motioned to approve the payables for $31,505.84 by Council Member Schwiderski, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

BUDGET MEETING

The next budget meeting will be held on Monday, October 25 at 6:30 p.m. in the city hall.

ADJOURNEMENT 

The meeting was adjourned at 8.50 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Squibb, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski, and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
