MINUTES OF MEETING

DECEMBER 5, 2005
CALL TO ORDER

A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 5:02 p.m. in the Hector Community Center by Mayor Jeff Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor: Jeff Heerdt.  Council Members: Steve Squibb, Don Olinger, Gary Bipes.  Members absent:  Roger Newman.  Staff Present: Matthew Jaunich, Jerome Schueller, and Harold Carstens.  Guests Present:  City Engineer David Palm, Scott McBride and Ross Harris of SEH, and Susann Karnowski of MN/DOT.
HIGHWAY 212 WORKSHOP

The purpose of the meeting was to update the City Council on the progress of the Highway 212 project.  Scott McBride and Ross Harris of SEH, along with Susann Karnowski of MN/DOT were present to update the Council on what is being proposed for reconstruction.  The plan has the Highway moving south through the old motel and trailer court.  Scott McBride gave an overview of the TH 212/TH 4 intersection alternatives and summarized previous discussions and public hearings.

An open discussion was then held amongst the City Council, city staff, MN/DOT and their engineers.  SEH went through alternatives dismissed by MN/DOT from Consideration, alternatives still under consideration from MN/DOT, and what the next steps are in the process.  MN/DOT suggested that the City start to consider a plan for the west half of town/old highway 212.  Administrator Jaunich suggested that the City Council start to consider a master plan for future development.  Mayor Heerdt and Don Olinger asked SEH to look at ways that will take away a center divide by second street east and the entrance to Cenex.  With no further discussion, the City Council gave their blessing for MN/DOT to proceed.

OTHER BUSINESS

Administrator Jaunich presented payables of $179.32 and $155.20.  The payables were reimbursements to Administrator Jaunich and Mayor Heerdt for travel expenses to Rochester for the LMNC Conference.  Gary Bipes motioned to approve the payables.  Steve Squibb seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Jaunich presented an updated capital project fund that was Ok’d by the Council to bring to the truth-in-taxation hearing.  The Council also agreed to meet on December 19th at 5:00 p.m. to approve the 2006 budget.  Gary Bipes and Administrator Jaunich agreed to work on the CIP plan for the Airport.  Jaunich suggested that the Council increase fees for Township protection.  Jaunich suggested that the Council increase fire protection fees from $150/section to $160/section and to increase ambulance fees from $25/section to $58/section.  The Council agreed to Jaunich’s request and instructed him to invite the townships to the December 19th meeting.  With no further discussion, Steve Squibb motioned to adjourn.  Gary Bipes seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 6:18 p.m.
