JUNE 5, 2006
CALL TO ORDER

A special meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 6:02 p.m. in the Hector Community Center by Mayor Jeff Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor: Jeff Heerdt.  Council Members: Steve Squibb, and Gary Bipes.  Members absent:  Council Members Don Olinger and Roger Newman.  Staff Present: Matthew Jaunich.  Guest Present: Frank Schafer and Dean Helstrom of Bolton & Menk, Inc.
AIRPORT SRE BUILDING

Administrator Jaunich presented resolution 06-10.  Resolution 06-10 would change the contract with Bolton and Menk on the SRE Building.  The change would call for the contract to use an engineered building compared to a performance style.  Dean Helstrom of Bolton and Menk gave a brief description between the differences of an engineered building and a performance style building.  Dean stated that pre-engineered building states exactly how a building is to be built, where a performance style gives a rough draft on what to include in the building and the contractor is to provide an engineered drawing of the building after their bid is accepted.
A discussion was held on the pros and cons of doing a pre-engineered building compared to a performance style building.  Gary Bipes stated that he felt a pre-engineered building would allow for local contractors to get involved in the project.  After further discussion involving Airport Committee Chairman Frank Schafer on the differences between a pre-engineered building and a performance style, Mayor Jeff Heerdt called for a vote.  Gary Bipes motioned to approve resolution 06-10.  Steve Squibb seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
OTHER BUSINESS

Administrator Jaunich presented the 2006 wage schedule for the Hector Swimming Pool.  Jaunich stated that the major difference in the wages had to deal with minimum wage going up to $6.15 per hour.  Steve Squibb motioned to approve the wage schedule for the Swimming Pool.  Gary Bipes seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Administrator Jaunich asked for permission from the City Council to send out order for correction notices on several blights in town.  The Council gave Jaunich the ok to do so.  With no further discussion, Steve Squibb motioned to adjourn.  Gary Bipes seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 6:33 p.m.
