JUNE 12, 2006
CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on June 12, 2006.  Members present:  Mayor: Jeff Heerdt, Council Members: Don Olinger, Gary Bipes, Roger Newman.  Absent: Steve Squibb.  Staff present:  Matt Jaunich, Barb Johnson, Harold Carstens, Jerome Schueller, Tony Fauglid, Jerome Schueller.   Citizens in attendance: Jason Lange, Jan Ward, Jim Eiler, Vanessa Fangmeier, Chris Stewart, Lisa Pierce.  Mayor Heerdt called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Newman motioned to approve the agenda with the addition of the Planning Commission under city issues.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Bipes motioned to approve the minutes of the May 22nd and June 5th meetings.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

PUBLIC HEARINGS

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL

Jim Eiler, Country Wide Lumber, addressed the Council stating he would like to expand his business by building a warehouse.  He has an interest in two lots owned by the City.  His preference is the old Variety Store vacant lot on Main Street.  The second lot is 240 Birch Avenue East.  Eiler would construct the building as to satisfy any new business.  (Council Member Squibb arrived at 7:14PM).  Eiler questioned setbacks on the Main Street lot.  Administrator Jaunich stated the lot is zoned business and has no setback requirements.   This is a small lot with the adjoining empty lot owned by Curt Sampson.  Eiler questioned taxes on a new building.  Administrator Jaunich referred Eiler to the County Assessor.  The Birch Avenue East lot is zoned residential, but the City could rezone.  Bipes motioned to work with Eiler and  Sampson on the Main Street lot.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  Council Member Olinger requested Administrator Jaunich to prepare demolition costs for the buildings on both of these lots.  
Vanessa Fangmeier and Chris Stewart addressed the Council requesting permission to clean the theater.  They stated there are so many old costumes and junk that one can barely move behind the stage.  Clothing in the basement area is actually moldy.  They would like to discard costumes that will never be used and other miscellaneous junk and purchase totes to store items that can be used.  Bipes motioned to accept their request to clean and organize on condition they check with the Hector Arts Council prior to cleaning.  Motion also allows for a reasonable money allotment (approved by Administrator Jaunich) to purchase totes.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
Squibb motioned to adopt Resolution 6-11 which requests the closing of Hwy #4 for the Corn Chaff parade.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously. 
REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES

DEPARTMENT SUPERVISOR REPORTS

- Harold stated preparation for Corn Chaff is underway.  The new liner for the pool is working great.  New garbage cans have been placed on Main Street.  Seal coating has been completed.  Morris Seal Coating called stating they would not redo the streets they seal coated last year due to their workload and would sent a check.   A check has not been received.  Administrator Jaunich will contact Morris Seal Coating.  Council Member Squibb questioned the responsibility of the ditch on the south side of Hwy 212 adjacent to 2nd Street E.  Harold stated this would be MNDOT.  This area has been a mess since the truck accident last summer.
- Jerome has been doing maintenance at the pool replacing the chlorinator and shower heads.  He is still checking on replacing pumps at the wastewater plant.  Letters were sent to residents regarding trihalomethanes in the water.  The Department of Health requires residents be notified when levels are exceeded.   Our level barely exceeded the limits and current testing is well within the limits.  The 8th grade class toured the water and waste water plant.  Test samplers have arrived and are in use.  Mayor Heerdt questioned what problem Hector Meats had with the sewer.  Jerome stated feathers and grease plugged the manhole.  Council Member Olinger question if we should clean this manhole on a scheduled basis.  

- Chief Fauglid stated he spoke to the BL-H kindergarten class on summer safety.  Preparations underway for Corn Chaff Days.  

-  Administrator Jaunich will contact Maple Circle residents regarding paperwork on future assessment fees due to not changing their address.  The survey for Sampson’s 3rd Addition should arrive this week.  Bolton and Menk will attend the next Council meeting regarding the alley project.  The fire hall building plan will be presented at the next Council meeting.   Parties renting the community center for graduation weekend complained that the stove in the kitchen does not work.  Will get quotes on a replacement.  Matt requested to schedule a  meeting with the personnel committee.  
Council requested information on water and sewer lines is located at the old City shop building to review with the fire hall building plans.

Council Member Squibb stated the ambulance crew is working on the new ambulance purchase.  Squibb stated the fire department has expressed an interest in the old ambulance.  The ambulance is conducting a drive for new members.  

The airport truck has arrived and is being painted the required yellow.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

MNDOT has stated the Main Street construction project has been moved from 2014 to 2015 and upgraded to a complete reconstruct instead of an overlay.  They have given several recommendations to resolve our lighting problem on Main Street.  One being to install wooden poles and string wires between them and another to place lights on various businesses.  They will have their electrician look at our lights to recommend a solution.
NEW BUSINESS

APPROVAL OF PAYABLES

Olinger motioned to accept the payables and additional payables and $37.29 to BLH, $48.16 to Nelson’s Marketplace, and $79.00 to Minnesota West.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

CITY ISSUES
Administrator Jaunich presented a tax incentive program for new and/or expansions of residential and business properties.   This would apply to City taxes only, exclude special assessments, and home businesses.  Newman motioned to proceed with a legal opinion on the program.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
The 656 tractor has an oil leak with an estimated repair cost of $1,000 if parts can be found.  Harold has obtained the following quotes for a tractor with blower and broom:

All of the above will handle the gyro mower.    Council Member Olinger requested information  on used equipment for the next meeting.  

Administrator Jaunich received quotes from a professional mosquito spraying company.  They would spray six to ten times a year biweekly for $595 per spraying.  To spray ourselves, Mike would need to be licensed and it would cost approximately $7,000 in equipment.  Council decision to spray ourselves with “dairy mix” as we have used for Corn Chaff Days in areas where and when needed.  
The Planning Commission met after a public hearing for a conditional use permit for Brian Pierce to construct a garage.  The conditional use permit was required due to the size of the garage.  There were no objection to the garage and one positive response.  The Planning Commission recommends to approve the permit with specified conditions.  Olinger motioned to approve the permit with the specified conditions.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

CORN CHAFF DAYS
Olinger motioned to donate $250 to the Corn Chaff Committee to use as they see fit.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Council approved sponsoring “Citizen of the Year”.

Jan Ward requested dance permits for the Youth Center for July 6th, 7th, and 8th and blocking off a partial area of Cedar Avenue East.  Bipes motioned to grant the dance permits and blocking off the street.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Bipes motioned to grant a liquor license to sell liquor at the Main Street park for the Hector Legion on July 7th and 8th.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Olinger motioned to approve fireworks at the airport.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Bipes motioned to close 2nd Street West by the Main Street Park for a car show on July 8th.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Kevin Loftness has requested closing Ash Avenue West for mini rods on Sunday afternoon from noon to 5:00PM.  Greg Krueger is sponsoring this advent.  Bipes motioned to approve the event providing Krueger can provide proof of liability insurance with the City of Hector listed as additional insured.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
