 HECTOR CITY COUNCIL

MARCH 10, 2008
CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00PM with the pledge of allegiance on March 10, 2008, by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members: Gary Bipes, Roger Newman, Steve Squibb, Mark Schwiderski.   Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya, Barb Johnson, Harold Carstens, Mike Kenney, Jerome Schueller, Kurt Kozel.  Citizens in attendance: Jason Lange.  Others in attendance: Frank Schafer (Airport Advisory Committee).  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Bipes motioned to approve the agenda.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Newman motioned to approve the minutes of the February 11th Regular Council Meeting, and the March 3rd Special Emergency Meeting.  Schwiderski seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, AND COMMUNICATIONS
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL

Frank Schafer reported that the Airport Advisory Committee met and voted to approve the plans for the arrival/departure building with Ed Newbury voting against on the basis he felt a larger building was needed.  The following modifications were addressed:  an eve trough on door #2, a 4 plex outlet outside, moving the phone jack, less sidewalk demolition, downsize the GFI’s, change the door for glass on the top half, only the conference room would be secured, a ceiling fan in the waiting room, and installation of motion sensors.   Mayor Heerdt questioned if there would be an area for airport history in the building.  Schafer stated he felt there would be a $16,000 donation and he would pursue the issue.  It is possible that the grant would include $5,000 for furnishings.  Council Member Schwiderski questioned the time schedule.  Administrator Hoyhtya stated if the Resolution was approved tonight, the building should be completed by mid September in time for the fly-in.
Bids were let for the broom attachment on the tractor.  Bids as follows:

This broom can be used for light snow removal, and removing rocks and sand from the runways.  All Airport Advisory Committee members voted to approve the broom attachment.  

Schwiderski motioned to approve the resignation of Greg Schultz from the Airport Advisory Committee and appoint Jeff Broderius.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS

Squibb motioned to approve Resolution 08-09 which approves plans and specifications and orders advertisement for bids for the airport arrival/departure building and purchase of the broom attachment from Loftness US Attachments in the amount of $13,633.00.  Newman seconded.  Schwiderski abstained.  Motion carried.
Schwiderski motioned to approve Resolution 08-10 which approves a transfer of funds form the 4M fund to the general fund.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Newman motioned to accept resolution 08-11 which accepts a donation from the Hector Community Drive in the amount of $245.00.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES

· Police Department:  Chief Kozel requested the airport be closed on April 1, 2008 from 11AM to 5PM for the defensive driving class.  He is still working on issues with his computer program.   
· Park Department: Mike is still working on estimates for pool repairs and going through equipment.  Bird Island has approached Hector on the possibility of sharing equipment with a discussion meeting scheduled for Thursday, March 13th.  Administrator Hoyhtya stated that $2,000 has been set aside in the budget for a lawn mower.  Therefore, if one of the mowers breaks down, the mower that the airport is using will be retrieved.    
· Street Department: The belly blade to be installed on the plow truck that was dismissed at the February meeting was brought up as a possible purchase for the airport.  Administrator Hoyhtya will address the issue.  Harold met with MNDOT for locations for electrical power sources relating to installation of new street lighting.  Harold also assisted Jerome with cleaning aeration tubes at the wastewater plant, detection tanks at the water plant, and defrosting water service lines.  No smoking signs were installed in City buildings.    
· Water/Wastewater Department: Jerome reviewed monthly report.  The jetter truck was used outside the City limits and billing was submitted for the work in compliance with our Resolution schedule.  Mayor Heerdt questioned if there should be a higher rate for work done outside City limits.  This will be addressed in the future.  Jerome suggested the City look into NIMS training in case of a natural disaster situation and suggested the City look into software for City mapping.  Samples are being taken for wastewater from Buffalo Lake which is being dumped into our system.  

Administration:  A meeting scheduled with the City of Bird Island to address sharing of equipment for Thursday, March 13th.  An employee meeting was held on February 27th.  The Council was given a listing of delinquent utility bills.  Schwiderski motioned to approve Administrator Hoyhtya to attend a MCMA conference May 7th through May 9th along with membership dues.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.   Administrator Hoyhtya recommended the Council to visit the League of Minnesota website for legislative updates which are available every Friday when the legislature is in session.   
NEW BUSINESS
PAYABLES

Squibb motioned to approve the payables and additional payables, with the addition of $150.00 to MacQueen Equipment for a vactor clinic.  This would be payables #2733 through #2788 in the amount of $76,488.09.  Newman seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.  
Financial reports were presented to the Council.  No comments at the meeting.
