DECEMBER 6, 2010
CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00 a.m. by Mayor Jeff Heerdt at the Hector Fire Hall.  Members present: Council Members: Ralph Bergsma, Janet Olson, Mark Schwiderski and Steve Squibb.  Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya, Charlie Mathiowetz and Steven Gee.  Other present include: Steve Swanson from Osceola Township, Leroy Carlson and Keith Peterson from Martinsburg Township.
The city entered into a three year contract with the townships in 2010 for the fire and ambulance departments

Fire Chief Mathiowetz told the townships the fire department is working on putting together a new grass rig proposal.  The cost looks to be $100,000 to $120,000.  Carries 300-400 gallons of water depending on the chassis and will be 4-wheel drive.

Currently the grass rig is a 1974 Dodge which belongs to the DNR.  Reliability is a major factor. 

The city has applied for a USDA grant with a low interest loan which is in a holding pattern until spring.  

The next truck to replace would be the GMC 1973 pumper.

The fire department currently has 25 members with 6 new members being screened now and 3 members planning on retiring in 2011.

Training for the new fire members will be late fall in 2011.  Grant money will be available in June of 2011.

Mathiowetz said that new rules by 2012 will be 73 hours for training for each firemen per year.

The city currently charges:

Accident  $200 as standby

With Equipment $600

Fire run $500 and $200 for each additional hour.

Ambulance

Currently they have answered 94 runs in 2010.  November and December are the busiest months.

Presently there  are 11 EMT’s and 4 First Responders.    There are plans on adding 2 more staff in the next couple of years.

The city currently charges:

Call $500

Loaded mile $12.00

They are in the talking stages of up grading from Basic Life Support (BLS) to Advanced Life Support (ALS).  There are four EMT’s now that could do the ALS with training.

The ambulance purchased a new electric cot for $9,976 projected cost.

The ambulance is paid for and the city is putting money away for fire and ambulance vehicles each year.

The last new fire truck cost $170,000, with the city borrowing about $100,000 at 2% interest.

Both departments do fund raisers.  

Motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 p.m. by Council Member Squibb, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Squibb and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
