SPECIAL EMERGENCY COUNCIL MEETING

SEPTEMBER 18, 2009
CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00A.m. by Mayor Jeff Heerdt at City Hall.  Members present: Council Members: Mark Schwiderski, Gary Bipes, Ralph Bergsma, Janet Olson.  Others present:  Barbara Hoyhtya.  
The only item on the agenda was the rehiring of Officer Charley Roemhild.
Council member Bergsma explained that the personnel committee met with Officer Charley on September 16th.   They discussed where he was at in his career planning.  He would like to stay in Hector until Karl Koford’s return but he would need health insurance and an increase in pay as he is now working full time as a part time officer. 

Hoyhtya gave the council some numbers to look at for wages and insurance.  A new employee would cost the city money for two weeks of training, a background check, physical, drug test and psychological exam at a minimum.  Officer Charlie knows the community and has been an exceptional officer for the city and department.  He is deserving of this wage increase and status change.
Council member Bipes made a motion to rehire Officer Charlie Roemhild as a temporary full time patrol officer with the Hector Police Department at a wage rate of $16.25 per hour and to give him health insurance benefits starting November 1, 2009.  Second by Bergsma.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

An amended motion by Council Member Bipes to allow the City Administrator to be able to offer wages up to $16.45 for negotiation purposes if needed, second by Bergsma.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor of, none voted against.  Amended motion carried.

The personnel committee also talked with Police Chief Kozel about his administrative skills.  They told him that he had to tell us if he needed help, be it schooling or other help.  The police department has two weeks to get their office in order.

Schwiderski motioned to adjourn the meeting, Olson seconded at 7:15 a.m.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion passed.
