JUNE 16, 2010
CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mark Schwiderski, Acting Mayor at the Hector Community Center.  Members present: Council Members: Ralph Bergsma, Janet Olson, and Mark Schwiderski.  Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya. 
Visitor’s:  Hugh Veit and Tyson Hajicek from Moore Engineering.
Acting Mayor Schwiderski called the meeting to order with the pledge of allegiance being said by everyone. 
Motion by Council Member Olson to approve the agenda as printed with a second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Olson, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Moore Engineering introduced a revised evaluation of the City’s Utility Systems based on the review of the water use data for the last three years.  It all comes down to the water use and what how much the city is selling.

If the city accounted for all of the water used it would give a better handle on if we had a leak.

Hugh Veit went over the hand out.  

Option 1 is every user is counted.

Option 2 is take all non-residential users and combine.  

For example:  a business on Main street is rated at .2 while a one person household is rate at 1.
The grant/loan will include a reserve fund for replacement for equipment.  It will include existing debt, new debit and reserves.
The next step would be a preliminary plan.  They will look at improvements and list by priority.

Moore will meet with the employees and then in a couple of months have a public hearing.

March 2011 is the deadline for the final on the grant.

Moore Engineering will provide information for the council to be able to talk with the public about this grant and any increases they may see with this project in a format that the public will understand.  

Council Member Olson motioned to adjourn the meeting at 8:20 p.m. Council Member Bergsma seconded.  Bergsma, Olson, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion passed.
