 HECTOR CITY COUNCIL

JULY 23, 2007
CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 5:30PM on July 23, 2007, by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Steve Squibb, Gary Bipes, Robert Newman, And Mark Schwiderski.  Staff present:  Matt Jaunich, Barb Johnson, Harold Carstens, Jerome Schueller, Tony Fauglid.   Citizens in attendance: Jason Lange.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Newman motioned to approve the agenda with the addition of 9F which is a road closure request.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Newman motioned to approve the minutes of the July 9th Council Meeting with the correction of Squibb seconding the motion to approve the off-premise liquor license for the American Legion.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

ANNOUNCEMENTS/COMMUNICATIONS

· Minnesota Competes Forum Scheduled for August 3rd in Redwood Falls.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Bill Helget, Bolton & Menk Engineering, reviewed costs for improvements for downtown sidewalks and lighting from Ash Avenue to Cedar Avenue.  Some of the infrastructure in this area has lead service lines and some sewer lines are combined with storm sewer.  A MNDOT cooperative agreement policy was applied for in 2004 and denied.  If the project was approved and using the cost sharing rates from 2004, the City portion of the project would increase from $5,000 to $6,000.   Total estimated cost is $366,639.75.  The City portion is estimated at $63,021.11.   Newman motioned for Bolton & Menk to pursue funding for a cooperative agreement.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Helget then reviewed the SAFE Routes to School Program.  There is 1.9 million dollars available to fund this program.  In 2006, 17 of 87 applications were granted.  This is a federal program for K thru 8 students and needs to go through the County and also the school.  MNDOT would also be involved.  It is a 100% matching grant and all federal guidelines need to be met.  The application would involve the number of students walking to school, the number of rural students, and if the improvements were made; how many students would use the sidewalks.  There is a $6,000 fee to apply for the grant and not reimbursed if the grant is or is not successful.  Chief Fauglid stated he would prefer to see improvements on Main Street since there are no continuous sidewalks.  The bus stops at all areas of town.  Council questioned if application for this project would interfere with application for a cooperative agreement for Main Street and declined pursuing an application.  
Harold has spoke to Howard Hughes regarding spreading the dirt at the cemetery.  Hughes stated it would cost $500 to $550.  Squibb motioned to approach Hughes to complete the work for $500.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
NEW BUSINESS
APPROVAL OF PAYABLES
Squibb motioned to approve the payables and additional payables.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
RESOLUTIONS
Newman motioned to adopt Resolution 07-15 granting a gambling permit for the Lions Club.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Schwiderski motioned to order a hearing for improvements to install shut off valves for two residents that have combined water lines.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
CITY ISSUES
Bipes motioned to approve Newberg Sky Spray to operate at the Municipal Airport.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motioned carried unanimously.  
Hector Township approached Administrator Jaunich stating they would like to give their Township Hall to the City in exchange for a meeting room at the new fire hall along with a storage area.  After Council discussion, the City will only allow authorized City personnel.

Banyon Data quoted us $995.00 for adding direct deposit to our payroll program.  Barb Johnson stated she felt this was to expensive for the number of employees interested in direct deposit.  Squibb suggested Administrator check with ADP.com for payroll services.  Newman will check with Valley Bank to see what they can do.  

There has been a request to play video tapes on our local access channel.  Apparently this can be done by connecting a VCR to our system.  Administrator Jaunich stated if this can be done; videos would need to be played during office hours.  Council directed Administrator Jaunich to review the franchise and request Mediacom to report what equipment and costs are involved to play the tapes or get equipment that would give us this capability.  

Council authorized Administrator Jaunich to get a list of vehicles and other items for auction and set a date.
Tim Helm has requested to block off 2nd Street West from Hwy 212 to Douglas Avenue West and Douglas Avenue West to Main Street from 9AM to 6PM for a car, bike, rods, and truck exhibition.  This is a benefit for MS.  Schwiderski motioned to grant permission with the following restrictions:
· no exhibition driving

· comply with the noise ordinance

· no revving of engines

· must be a licensed vehicle

· must leave an emergency lane open

· static show only

· clean up after the show

Squibb seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.  Schwiderski requested Administrator Jaunich to notify the residents of the event along the streets to be blocked off.

Squibb motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Bipes seconded.  Adjournment time 6:55 PM.
