REGULAR MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

JULY 14, 2008
CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00PM with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members: Roger Newman, Steve Squibb, Mark Schwiderski, Gary Bipes.  Staff present:  Administrator City Administrator, Barbara Hoyhtya, Water/Wastewater Superintendent, Jerome Schueller, Park Supervisor Mike Kenney, and Chief Kurt Kozel.   Citizens present:  Mike Jacoby, Linda L. Wolf, Stephen Wolf, Blake Kaczmarck, Brad Rosenau, Garret Kley, Susan Kley, and Kirk Reckow.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Newman motioned to approve the agenda with the addition of July 7 minutes, Employee Attorney meeting, employee incentive program and storm pick up thank you, second by Bipes.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Bipes motioned to approve the minutes of the June 23rd Regular Council Meeting.  Schwiderski seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, AND COMMUNICATIONS
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL

Linda Wolf was at the meeting to protest the Administrative citation her son received on July 4, 2008.  After much discussion the issue was tabled until the July 28, 2008 meeting when all parties will be present to review the issue.  

Mike Jacoby is concerned that the windows at Prairie View are being replaced already as the building is only five years old.  The windows are no longer under warranty and Tealwood Management is giving the EDA monies to be used for replacement costs on the building.  

Mr. Jacoby also wanted to address issues with Agri-Trading that may come up in the future.

The company is not up and running yet and the council will be looking at a Wastewater Treatment Agreement with Agri-Trading later in this meeting.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES
   -  Airport
Schwiderski motioned to approve Jill Nezworski as the newest member of the Airport Advisory Board.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried.

Dave Nelson serves as the new Chairman and Jeff Broderius as Vice Chairman of the board.  

The city will not be able to use the equipment at the airport for city use.  If the city were to use it and get turned in to the FAA, the FAA could make the city pay back the grant money received when purchasing the equipment.  

Squibb motioned to approve pay request #1 for $20,240.00.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
· Police Department:  Chief Kozel reported that Corn Chaff Days went good, busy but good.  No arrests were made.  Chief Kozel handed out his monthly report to the council 

·   Park Department: Kenney said the new temporary employee Bryan Lade is working out good.  

He thanked the Mayor, Gary Bipes and family, Dennis Macik and the three individuals that helped in cleaning up the fallen tree on Main Street the night before Corn Chaff Parade day.    Corn Chaff Days went very good.

Bipes motioned to accept Triple K’s bid of $2,018 for a sidewalk to be replaced at 321 Douglas Ave East.  The other bids were Aggressive $2,250, and Lyrek $3,295. Second by Schwiderski.  Motion carried unanimously.

Bipes motioned to raise Kenney’s wage by $2.32 an hour retro to June 30, 2008 until Harold’s return in August.  Second by Squibb.  Motion carried unanimously.

· Water/Wastewater Department: Schueller reviewed his monthly report.  He is monitoring a business in town and will be working on a Wastewater Treatment Agreement for the business.  
Asked if the dry weather and people watering is having an effect on the water table.  Schueller said it is not an issue and a water ban would not be put on unless we reached 85% of water use.
Schwiderski motioned to charge for a water meter the cost + 10%.  Second by Squibb.  Motion carried unanimously.
The council reviewed the Wastewater Treatment Agreement with Agri-Trading.  Motion to accept the agreement by Schwiderski, seconded Newman.  Motion carried unanimously.
The city was over to Buffalo Lake to do some jetting for them. At their lift station.

· Administration:  Administrator Hoyhtya gave the Council a recap of delinquent utility billing which indicate a decline in past due accounts. 
 The variance cost was explained to the council.  Motion to charge cost of advertising and postage and a $25.00 filing fee by Bipes, Newman seconded, motion passed unanimously.
The council discussed the employee pay increases, cost of living vs. merit raises and/or both.  The council will be discussing this issue during the budget process.
Thank you to Jeff and family for all the work on the Memories presentation CD for Corn Chaff Days.
Motion by Schwiderski to give the city administrator two days vacation for the extra work she performed during Barb Johnson’s absence.  Second by Newman, motion carried unanimously.
There was some damage to the fire hall from the storm of July 11.  The insurance adjuster has been out and the roof will be fixed.  

NEW BUSINESS
PAYABLES

Schwiderski motioned to approve payables in the amount of $153,364.48.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
FIRE DEPARTMENT
Squibb reported that the lighting is in and the ceiling done.  He will have more of a run down next month.

The council would like to thank Janet Olson for the painting she is doing on the fire wall of the fire emblem and ambulance emblem.  It is very nice.

A suggestion from Bipes to notify the airport the next time fireworks will be done at the airport so that a NOTAM can be reported.

Thank you to Connie Newberg for picking up after the fireworks.
Bipes informed the council he will be gone for the July 28th meeting.

Squibb motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Bipes seconded.  Adjournment time 9:30 PM.
