APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Squibb motioned to approve the agenda with the correction of Steve Sjogren addressing the Council on behalf of Matilda Grossman.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Schwiderski motioned to approve the minutes of the August 11th Regular Council Meeting and the August 21st Special Council Meeting.  Squibb seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.

Sjogren stated the water did not enter the sewer system, but went into the sump pump.  Jerome Schueller verified that the water did enter the sump pump. Resolution 08-25 which would adopt the proposed 2009 tax levy was tabled for further budget meetings.  

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES

AIRPORT

The Council reviewed the 2009 capital improvement plan for the airport for 2009-2018.  Schwiderski motioned to approve the plan.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
A walk through was done at the new arrival/departure building since the building is nearing completion.   Another walk through will be scheduled in the near future.  

The Council reviewed an e-mail from Harris Baker, regarding use of airport equipment.
- Parks Department:  The pool has been closed for the season.  Kenney requested the Council consider a plastic blade for the New Holland tractor to be used for snow removal.  A blade will protect the new sidewalks.  Kenney suggested commercial snow removal contractors also be notified to preserve the new sidewalks.  Squibb motioned to purchase a blade spending up to $2100.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  Kenney sprayed the airport for weeds. 

- Police Department:  Council reviewed the police monthly report.  Chief Kozel stated Officer Koford worked at the Republican Convention.  The department has started working an earlier shift since school is now in session.  Chief Kozel stated he feels our part-time officers are paid less that at other communities.    
- Street Department:  Carstens thanked the crew for their work during his absence.  They will be sweeping streets and trimming trees.  Michael Jacoby questioned what happened to the Main Street project.  Administrator Hoyhtya stated work will begin Wednesday.   Carstens recommended the City keep both the old fire hall and the County shed building.  They feel without the County shed, they do not have enough room to store all equipment.  Council Member Schwiderski requested a listing of all properties and the size of the buildings.  The Council will discuss the buildings at the next budget meeting.  Council Member Squibb requested that 9th Street be graded.  Mayor Heerdt requested the roads at the cemetery be graded and welcomed Carstens back from his leave.  
-Water/Wastewater Department:  Council reviewed Schueller’s monthly report.  Schueller has been working on the wellhead protection plan along with Terry Bovee, the Minnesota Department of Health Environmental Health Source Water Protection Planner and Hoyhtya.  The Council discussed the water connections located at 511 Main Street South.  Wild Flower Properties will shut the water off since the building is empty and they do not intend to heat the building over the winter months.  The shut off for Paintin’ Place is in Wild Flower Properties building.    New shut off’s will be installed for Wildflower Properties and Paintin’ Place.
- Administration:  Administrator Hoyhtya reviewed the delinquent accounts which did show an improvement from last month.  The Council discussed the Mobile Home Park emergency plan.  The owner will be contacted to update the plan with proper contacts and phone numbers.
