APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Bergsma motioned to approve the agenda with the additions of USDA Grant under Police, Swimming Pool Inspection, Proclamation under Administration and Cemetery meeting under Council, second by Council Member Olson, Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Council Member Squibb motioned to approve the minutes of July 12, 2010 with a correction of spelling of mock disaster, and minutes from June 16, 2010, June 28, 2010, July 19, 2010, second by Council Member Bergsma seconded.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL
Clint Major was present to ask the council to forgive some of the sewer part of his bill as his water was left on on an outside faucet and the excess water did not go through the sewer. Motion by Council Member Bergsma to credit the sewer portion of $72.40, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Squibb voted in favor. Schwiderski abstained.  Motion carried.

Marlys Hagstrom asked if the city had an ordinance to deal with abandoned houses that have animals running in and out of the house.  This will be looked into and the owners will be contacted. 

Steve Caulkins would like to see the city abolish the Minnesota State Building Code.  He believes it is hurting the building in the city.   Council Member Mark Schwiderski said he did not think it was the Building Code it is other issues.  Why did the city implement the code?

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TITLE V: PUBLIC WORKS
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GENERAL PROVISIONS
§ 50.01  DEFINITIONS.

For the purpose of this chapter, the following definitions shall apply unless the context clearly indicates or requires a different meaning.


GARBAGE. Organic waste resulting from the preparation of food and decayed and spoiled food from any source.


HOME OCCUPATION.  Any occupation which is clearly incidental to the principal use of the premise, is conducted by a resident occupant and does not change the character of the principal use.


RECYCLABLES. Includes paper, plastic, tin cans, aluminum, motor oil, glass and other metal goods, each separated or otherwise prepared so as to be acceptable to the recycling center where they are to be deposited.


RECYCLING CENTER. Premises used for the receipt, storage or processing of recyclables and approved as such by the Council when the premises are in the city or by the governing body of the local government unit having jurisdiction when the premises are outside the city.


REFUSE. This term includes garbage and rubbish.


RUBBISH. Inorganic solid waste such as tin cans, glass, paper, ashes, sweepings and the like.

§ 50.02 GARBAGE AND RUBBISH IN RESIDENTIAL AND MULTIPLE FAMILY 

   


RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS.

  All owners, occupants, and persons in control or possession of a structure located in the residential or multiple family residential districts as defined in the city zoning code shall care for garbage and rubbish in the following manner:


(A)  Storage  For the storage of garbage and rubbish each person shall use the City of Hector garbage collection bags.


(B)  Placement.  When placing the bags out for collection they shall be in a place within three feet of the street or driveway entering the premises.  This can be done the evening before picked up.    

(C)
Use of containers. Refuse shall be drained of liquid and household garbage shall be wrapped before being deposited in a container. Highly inflammable or explosive material shall not be placed in containers.

All owners, occupants, and persons in control or possession of a structure located in the residential or multiple family residential districts as defined in the city zoning code and is running a home occupation in the structure shall care for garbage and rubbish in the following manner: 

(A) For the storage of garbage and rubbish each person shall use the City of Hector garbage collection bags or a 40 yard dumpster.

(B) Placement.  If using the bag system following the same placement rules as in §50.02 (B).  If using a dumpster the dumpster must be located off the alley if where it is available and in a screened in fence area.   The rules as in Ordinance 50.40 Section 3 Rules A – F must be followed.  

§  50.021  GARBAGE AND RUBBISH IN COMMERCIAL AND INDUSTRIAL DISTRICTS.


All owners, occupants, and persons in control or possession of a structure located in the commercial or industrial districts as defined in the city zoning code shall remove or cause to be removed by a licensed garbage collector all garbage and rubbish.  

§ 50.03  RATES AND CHARGES.

The owner or occupant of any premises served by a city refuse collection contractor shall pay to the city a service charge determined by the City Council by ordinance from time to time.

GARBAGE AND REFUSE


§ 50.04  BILLING.

The service charge shall be made to the owner or occupant of each building or housing unit served. If the building is served by city water or sewer, the refuse collection charge shall be billed as a separate entry on the water or sewer bill. If the premises are not so served, the refuse collection charge shall be separately billed by the Administrator.

(Prior Code, § 503.06, Subd. 2)

§ 50.05  PAYMENT.

Service charges shall be payable at the same time as bills for water service and subject to the same conditions of payment. If any charge is unpaid by September 1 of any year, the Council shall levy an assessment equal to the unpaid charge as of that date plus interest at the rate of  7% per annum from that date and a penalty of 10%. The Administrator shall certify the assessment to the County Auditor for collection in the same manner as assessments for local improvements.

§ 50.06  REFUSE COLLECTION SCHEDULE.

Each contractor shall collect refuse from premises for which he or she has a collection contract in accordance with the following minimum schedule: once a week unless sanitary conditions require more frequent collections.

§ 50.07  COLLECTION VEHICLES.

Every vehicle used for hauling garbage shall be covered, leak proof, durable and of easily cleanable construction. Every vehicle used for hauling refuse shall be sufficiently airtight and so used as to prevent unreasonable quantities of dust, paper or other collected materials to escape. Every vehicle shall be kept clean to prevent nuisances, pollution or insect-breeding and shall be maintained in good repair.

§ 50.08  MANUFACTURED HOME PARKS.

All costs associated with refuse collection and disposal incurred by any occupant of a manufactured home located within the designated manufactured home parks shall be the responsibility of the manufactured home park owner.

(Ord. 184, passed 6-14-94)


REGULATIONS
§ 50.20  UNAUTHORIZED ACCUMULATIONS.

Any unauthorized accumulation of refuse on any premises is a nuisance and prohibited.

(Prior Code, § 503.02, Subd. 1)

§ 50.21  REFUSE IN STREETS AND THE LIKE.

No person shall place or cause to be deposited any refuse in any street, avenue, alley, vacant lot, or vacant part of any lot, or upon any yard or other ground or place appurtenant to any building or structure in the city or public place or upon any private property, except in proper containers for collection. No person shall throw or deposit refuse in any stream or other body of water.  No person shall burn garbage or rubbish in the city.
(Prior Code, § 503.02, Subd. 2)

§ 50.22  SCATTERING OF REFUSE.

No person shall deposit anywhere within the city any refuse in such manner that it may be carried or deposited by the elements upon any public or private premises within the city.  (Prior Code, § 503.02, Subd. 3)

§ 50.23  BURYING OF REFUSE; COMPOSTING.

No person shall bury any refuse in the city except in an approved sanitary landfill, but leaves, grass clippings and easily biodegradable, nonpoisonous garbage may be composted on the premises where such refuge has been accumulated. Garbage must be composted only in a rodent-proof structure and in an otherwise sanitary manner and after the Council gives its approval to such composting after it finds that the composting will be done in accordance with these standards.

§ 50.24  DISPOSAL REQUIRED.

Every person shall, in a sanitary manner, dispose of refuse that may accumulate upon property owned or occupied by him or her. Garbage shall be collected, or otherwise lawfully disposed of, at least once each week, unless sanitary requirements make more frequent collections necessary.

(Prior Code, § 503.03)

§  50.25  REGULATORY AUTHORITY


The City Council may make, be resolution, such administrative regulations and rules as may be necessary and proper to regulate, enforce and carry out the proposes, intent, requirements, and provisions of this chapter.  


CONTRACT FOR REFUSE COLLECTION
§ 50.35  COUNCIL TO LET CONTRACT.

Subject to the provisions of this subchapter, the Council shall grant by contract the authority to collect and dispose of all refuse originating within the city. The Administrator shall prepare specifications for advertising for such contract and he or she shall see that when let the contract is executed in accordance with its terms and this subchapter. If the Council deems it advisable, it may divide the city into districts and let a separate contract for the collection of refuse in each district.

§ 50.36  TERMS.

The contract shall be made for a term of one year, subject to extension by mutual consent for any additional years and to terminate during the period of the contract as provided in the contract.

(Prior Code, § 503.05, Subd. 2)

§ 50.37  LIABILITY INSURANCE.

Before the contract shall be issued, the contractor shall agree to hold the city harmless and shall agree to defend and indemnify the city, and the city’s employees and agents, for any claims, damages, losses, and expenses related to the work under the contract.  The city shall be named as an additional insured under that insurance for the services provided under the contract.  The contractor’s contract of insurance shall be the primary insurance for the city and the contractor or insurance company shall provide a certificate of insurance which verifies the existence of the insurance required, including provisions to hold the city harmless and defend and indemnify the city.  The insurance shall provide coverage up to $300,000 for any single claim and $1,000,000 for any number of claims in a single occurrence.

§ 50.38  CONTRACT COLLECTOR.

No person shall collect refuse within the city except a person holding a contract with the city to do so. No person shall permit refuse to be picked up from his or her premises except by such contractor.

ORDINANCE 50.40

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE USE OF CONSTRUCTION DUMPSTERS IN THE CITY OF HECTOR

WHEREAS, to promote the public safety, health and welfare of the City of Hector

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HECTOR, MINNESOTA, DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Definitions.  “Construction Dumpster or Dumpster” is any portable container used or designed for collection of, transportation of, or disposal of construction/demolition materials, or the like.  Construction dumpster shall include, but is not limited to, “roll off” boxes or containers, and portable storage containers.

SECTION 2. License Requirements.  The company owning and emptying the dumpster within city limits must be licensed to operate within the City.

SECTION 3. Rules.

A. Dumpsters must be well maintained and in good working condition, displaying the name or logo and telephone number of the owner of the dumpster, and be suitably supported at each contact point to prevent damage to paved surfaces.

B. Dumpsters must be covered when materials inside are easily airborne, pose a hazard, emit an odor or are otherwise offensive.

C. Debris must be placed inside the dumpster; not along side or on top of it.

D. All dumpsters are required to be emptied when full.  For the purpose of this ordinance, full is defined as when the contents of the dumpster reach an average level of one foot below the top edge of the dumpster sides.  Any dumpster which has reached the full status, and is not emptied within seven (7) calendar days shall be considered in violation of this ordinance.

E. Cleaning dumpsters on the street or sidewalk is not permitted.

F. Dumpsters may remain in place for thirty (30) days.  An extension of the 30 day rule may be allowed with written permission from the city.

SECTION 4. Dumpsters in the Public Right-of-Way.  

A. A dumpster placed in the public right-of-way must have a flasher or reflector on the outside corner facing traffic at all times.  Where traffic may approach from either side, the dumpster must have a flasher or reflector on the outside corner on both sides.  Type I or Type II barricades can be used as an alternate to flashers or reflectors.

B. Dumpsters shall not block a public sidewalk or be placed in a location that restricts the “sight lines” of an intersection.  “Sight lines” will be determined by the Streets Supervisor.

C. Dumpsters placed in the public right-of-way for construction, remodeling or demolition projects shall be removed immediately upon the completion of the project.  No dumpster shall be placed in the public right-of-way for more than thirty (30) days.  An extension of the 30 day rule may be allowed with written permission from the City.

D. No dumpster shall be placed on streets, sides of streets or areas designated as “No Parking”.  Dumpsters shall not be placed in public parking lots or parks without prior written permission from the City.

E. The owner and/or the user of a dumpster on a public right-of-way is/are responsible for any public property, street, curb and gutter, or public infrastructure damage.

F. No dumpster shall be placed in the public right-of-way during the winter snow season, defined for this purpose of this ordinance as the p

G. Period from November 1 to the next following April 1.

SECTION 5. Denial of Dumpster Use.  

A. The City Council may deny the use of dumpsters in the public right-of-way if the dumpster is too wide to allow public safety vehicles through, or due to any other traffic concerns. 

B. The City Council may also deny the use of dumpsters to protect public health or safety concerns.

SECTION 7. Violation of this Ordinance.  Any violation of this ordinance is a misdemeanor.

A. The City may remove or have a container removed from the public right-of-way, if the container is in violation of this ordinance.

B. The owner of the container, or if the owner cannot be determined, the person placing it in the public right-of-way shall pay all costs, fees, penalties or other expenses incurred by the City in removal, storage fees and disposal of any container and its contents.

C. If the container is not claimed within 30 days by its owner or person responsible for placing it in the public right-of-way, it may be disposed of as abandoned property, but disposal shall not diminish the responsibility of the owner or the person responsible for placing the container in the public right-of-way to pay all amounts due.

D. The City shall not release a container from storage until all amounts due under this section have been paid.

This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon publication.

REPORT OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES

Airport: Council Member Squibb motioned to tentatively award the contract to Hancock Concrete Products subject to receipt of the FAA grant for the purchase of culverts for the culvert project, with a second by Council Member Schwiderski.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against. Motion carried.

Ambulance Service – One member that was going to the EMT class has dropped out and will be billed for class and books.  Motion by Council Member Schwiderski to allow one member to start class in Hutchinson in August, second by Council Member Squibb.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Olson to rescind Brenda Miller’s resignation with a second by Council Member Schwiderski.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried. 

Planning Commission – The commission developed a mission statement.

HECTOR PLANNING COMMISSION

MISSION STATEMENT


The Hector Planning Commission statement is to assist the council in exercising the duties encompassing both the building codes and zoning ordinances.


Facilitate opportunities to improve community quality of life by developing a comprehensive plan involving various members, groups and their entities.

The commission looked at plans from Mark Kramer who plans on putting up a storage shed.  Stacy Kirschbaum applied for a 10 X 10 utility shed and Kurt Espelien a fence permits.

Hector EDA – The council reviewed the minutes of the last meeting.  Bruce Jacques has been hired by Tealwood as the new maintenance person.  All the windows have now been completed.  The county is investigating trails and will bring this to the city when they have finished.  
There was discussion on a community day care.

Police Department – Motion by Council Member Squibb to proceed with a loan of $24,000 at 4% interest and a $13,000 grant to purchase a new squad and 2 defibulators for the police department from USDA, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
The police are working on the blights and last week delivered 3 final notices and one new blight.

They are working on enforcing the use of golf carts and ATV’s.  They are having more visibility during the day.  

Street Department - Tree inspector and pesticide application will be on hold pending the budget.  The council would like to explore the cost of contracting out some things such as weed spraying. Harold Carstens has said that he will probably be retiring January 1, 2011.

Swimming Pool – Held a successful open house.  Thank you to all who contributed in monetary value and labor.  The certified pool operator’s license will be looked at during the budget process.  
Water/Wastewater – Motion by Council Member Schwiderski  to allow Cedar Mills and Lake Alley to bring septic tank bio-solids to Hector’s plant pending lab results, second by Council Member Schwiderski.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Administration –  Every three years the city is required to file a report on pay equity.  The city received notification of compliance with the Local Government Pay Equity Act.  
A Proclamation was read by Hoyhtya stating August 11, 2010 as Dr. Paul Thompson Day in conjunction with his retirement.  

Council – Council Member Schwiderski would like to call a cemetery meeting.

Motion to approve the payables and additional payables in the amount of $69,422.92 by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The regular September Council meeting for September will be rescheduled to September 20, 2010.

The fire department will not be able to acquire grant funds for a new truck and equipment until next year.  It has been put on hold do to the lack of funds from the USDA.  Council Member Squibb and fireman said the department will continue to work on the donations and talking with the townships.

Meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Squibb, Second by council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
