CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00PM with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Jeff Heerdt. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Olson motioned to approve the agenda with the following additions: Move Gary Bipes to below the Airport, 11C. Ambulance Officers, and 15. Liquor License seconded by Council Member Bipes.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted to approve the agenda, none votes against, motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 10-08

RESOLUTION IN THE MATTER OF

APPOINTING A PRIVACY OFFICIAL

AND ASSIGNING DUTIES

CITY OF HECTOR

WHEREAS, regulations of the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA), 45 CFR 164.530 (a), requires the City of Hector appoint one person as the Privacy Official:

· To coordinate the employee’s policies and procedures under HIPAA’s privacy rules

· To monitor and decide any issues that occur under the rules

· To receive complaints about any failure to comply with either the policies and procedures or the privacy rules in general.

WHEREAS, the Hector City Council shares concerns over privacy of health data protected by the Act and wishes to comply with the requirements of the law.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hector, Minnesota:

Such policies and procedures, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, required under the regulations of the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, are hereby approved.

MONTHLY REPORTS
The council reviewed the monthly reports.  Council Member Schwiderski asked what precautions the city is taking for falls on the ice, because the city has had two falls so far this year.  Grippers for the shoes are being purchased for each employee in the street, police, water and wastewater departments.

The council again reviewed the control bid at the Community center for the heating/A/C system.  Motion by Council Member Schwiderski to approve Hutchinson Plumbing and Heating to replace the controls for the furnace at the Community Center on the Community room side in the amount of $1,165.86 and not to exceed $1,000 in labor, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The next time the city needs to go out to bids the council would like the crew to seek local bids first.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL 

Ruth Hamilton asked about wages being cut.  The personnel committee, Council Member Bergsma and Olson stated that there have not been any wages cut over only over time and that over time is never guaranteed.

She also gave the council a letter that had to do with a personnel issue.  The personnel committee will look into this.

Frank Schafer handed out information concerning 9A before it was discussed.
Motion by Council Member Schwiderski to award the bid to Ralph Larson Chevy to put the transmission in the street sweeper with the stipulation that if the broom needs to be removed to do the work the city staff removes the broom with a second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

The council discussed the fixing of the water/wastewater pick up truck.  The council would like to have bids from Paintin Place, Mr. Tire and Brian Olinger before making a decision.  Tabled until next months meeting.

AIRPORT
Jeff Broderius, Vice Chairman of the Hector Airport Advisory Committee was present to go over the airport items on the agenda.  

A. Hanger lock box  The committee recommends that the council purchase a hanger lock box for the A/D building for a master key for the city hangers and private if they wish to furnish them.  

B. Communications with airport engineer.  The council would like to see the Chairman and Vice Chairman and City Administrator on the e-mail list with the city engineer.  Chairman and Vice Chairman will review and decide what is pertinent and send out.  If an e-mail is sent by other committee members the city should be copied.

C. Maintenance on city equipment – work orders need to be completed ahead of time.  Kenney is working on a daily check list for each piece of equipment for preventive maintenance.  The council wants work orders done ahead of time.
D. The snow removal budget is large due to the amount of snow this year.  Council Member Schwiderski checked with other airports to see how many hours they have put in this year.  Glencoe has 100 hours, with 44% more runway.  Olivia had 84 hours. 48% more runway.  The layout for the Hector airport may be different than the others.  

E.  MCOA Airport Conference in Duluth on April 14 -1 6th.  The Airport Advisory Committee would recommend sending Bipes and Nezworski this year.  The budget has $200 in it and this would cost  $350.  Motion by Council Member Olson to send Bipes and Nezworski to the MOCA Airport Conference but stay within their budget overall for the year. Second by Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, and Olson voted in favor.  Council Member Schwiderski voted no and Council Member Bipes abstained.

F. The Airport Advisory Committee is recommending that the council approve the SRE (Broom) and Construction A/D Building close out.  Motion by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson to approve the close out of the SRE (Broom) and Construction A/D Building.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Jeff Broderius handed out a copy of a letter the city wrote to the Airport Advisory Committee concerning the meeting they held on February 4, 2010.  He does not feel that the offices of Secretary and chairman need to be at the meeting, just a quorum.   He also questioned the open meeting law as he has done some research.  The airport board is just an advisory board.

The council thanked Jeff for coming and presenting this information to the council

Bipes will hold his letter until May 1, 2010.

The EDA is reporting that they have instructed Tealwood Management to find a part time maintenance worker to do the maintenance work at Prairie View.  They would like to have someone working 10-12 hours a week.  

Penny Macik is not satisfied with the maintenance work that is being done at Prairie View.  She again addressed the snow and ice coming in the maintenance room, maintenance book and painting of the doors and woodwork.

Hoyhtya explained the FAA complaint that was filed against the city. the city has explained to the FAA how the budget is being handled and the FAA has closed out the file.

Hoyhtya is applying for a USDA grant for the police, ambulance and fire departments for equipment.  Motion to approve the filing of the application by Council Member Bergsma, second Council Member Schwiderski.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against. Motion Carried.

The officer for the ambulance department are Janet Olson Director, Jen Macik Assistant Director, and Sheree Hable Secretary.

The council discussed a date for the engineers interviews and picked March 16, 2010.

Motion to approve the payables by Council member Schwiderski, of $37,886.69, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to approve the following liquor licenses:  High Point, The Other Place and American Legion by Council Member Bipes, second by Council member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Board of Equalization will be April 6th at 6:00 p.m.
ADJOURNMENT

The meeting as adjourned at 9.00 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Schwiderski.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
