 HECTOR CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL EMERGENCY MEETING
MARCH 3, 2008
CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council Special Emergency Meeting was called to order at 7:45PM by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members: Gary Bipes (8:00 P.M.), Roger Newman, Mark Schwiderski.   Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya, Jerome Schueller.  Citizens in attendance: Dave Keintz from the City of Buffalo Lake and Wes Hoyhtya.
The Mayor, Jeff Heerdt called the meeting to discuss allowing Buffalo Lake the opportunity to discharge wastewater in to our system.

Dave Keintz explained that Buffalo Lake has stabilization ponds and they can discharge those ponds twice a year, in the spring and the fall.  They are not allowed to discharge into the stream they do now because it has ice on it and on their ponds which has no oxygen.  They are over their limits and need to pump off 6 million gallons to get them to the point where they will have enough capacity to get through until they can discharge.

They would like to haul wastewater from their ponds to Hector and dump into our system.  Anything they bring over would be domestic grade strength waste.     Their daily flow is 200,000 gallons a day.  They need to get rid of 200,000 gallons a day plus 1 foot in the secondary pond or 3 million gallons.  3 million in the primary pond for a total of 6 million.
Hector’s capacity is 660,000 gallons a day.  We could take 300,000 daily to start out with to see how we can handle that.  Fergus Power Pump, Inc. would be doing the hauling.  This is what this company does.  They would like to start Thursday.  They would bring it to Hector and dump it into a manhole down from the water treatment plant.  They are looking at 3-4 trucks.  Each truck holds 8,000 gallons.  Samples will be drawn from every truck.   

A contract was drawn up which will need the Mayor of Buffalo Lake, Owner of the hauling company and Mayor of Hector to sign.

Bipes made a motion to approve the Wastewater Discharge Permit with Buffalo Lake with a second by Newman.  Bipes, Heerdt, Newman, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against, passed.

Motion by Bipes to adjourn, second by Schwiderski at 9:00 p.m.  Bipes, Heerdt, Newman and Schwiderski voted in favor none voted against, passed.
