 HECTOR CITY COUNCIL

JUNE 26, 2006
CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 5:00PM on June 26, 2006.  Members present:  Council Members: Don Olinger, Gary Bipes, Roger Newman.  Absent: Steve Squibb and Mayor Jeff Heerdt.  Staff present:  Matt Jaunich, Barb Johnson, Harold Carstens, Mike Kenney, Tony Fauglid.   Citizens in attendance: Jim Eiler, Frank Schafer.  Mayor Pro-tem Olinger called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Bipes motioned to approve the agenda.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Bipes motioned to approve the minutes of the June 12th meeting.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.   Council Member Squibb arrived at 5:10PM and Mayor Heerdt at 5:20PM.
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL

Stuart Bonniwell reviewed the 2005 audit.  Bonniwell stated in general the City was in excellent financial shape.  Water and sewer funds reflected a loss basically due to water main breaks and sewer repairs.  Water rates were increased in 2006.  Bonniwell recommended clearing the costs for the Elm Street East street extension.   Squibb motioned to accept the audit.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Jim Eiler, Country Wide Lumber, stated he is no longer interested in the lot on Main Street for construction of a warehouse.  He feels this lot is too small.  He has submitted an offer of $3,000 for the lot at 240 Birch Avenue East.  Administrator Jaunich recommended accepting the offer.  Council discussed set backs, rezoning, and building design.  Council Member Bipes questioned accepting this offer when another party expressed an interest in the lot but was not offered purchasing the lot without paying the street assessments.  Administrator Jaunich stated this party was advised to submit an offer to the Council and they did not.  Newman motioned to accept the bid of $3,000 with stipulations that the City will rezone the property to commercial, the property will not be subject to any tax incentive program, must build within 3 years, and the lot can not be sold for a profit.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Dean Helstrom, Bolton & Menk Engineering, reviewed the plans for the snow removal equipment building at the airport.  Administrator Jaunich questioned if the building should have floor heat installed.  He was informed that floor heat would return the investment in five to seven years.  Council Member Bipes and Frank Schafer stated they wanted to keep the cost of the building down and felt with insulating the building, it was not necessary to install any type of heating system.   The building would be strictly cold storage.  The Council requested floor heat or a floor drain with a furnace is included as a bid alternative since the building is being constructed with federal grant money.  Helstrom will provide a cost analysis on the heating systems.   Olinger motioned to approve the plans with side steel, and include the heating systems as options.   Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Administrator Jaunich stated that information on Sampson’s 3rd Addition is ready to go the attorney for a purchase agreement.  Squibb motioned to request a topography survey on the property.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Bipes motioned to purchase a used stove for the Community Center from Our Own Hardware for $125.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Council discussed the purchase of a tractor to replace the International.  Pricing of used units has been $1,000 to $3,000 less than new and carry no warranty.  Mike Kenney reviewed quotes from several dealers and recommended Welch Equipment for a New Holland at $20,000 or less plus tax.  This unit would basically replace one of the Toro mowers and the International tractor.  The unit would be used for snow removal plus mowing.   Council Member Squibb will get a price on a used unit.  Tabled to the next meeting.  
APPROVAL OF PAYABLES

Newman motioned to accept the payables.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

CITY ISSUES
Fire hall expansion tabled to the next meeting.  

Squibb motioned to accept the appointment of the following Fire Department Officers:

Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Administrator Jaunich reminded the Council that it was time to start preparing for the 2007 budget and requested direction on what they would like to see.   

EMPLOYEE ISSUES
Administrator Jaunich presented the Council with an updated personnel policy.  The personnel committee will meet prior to the next meeting and report their recommendations.
Bipes motioned to adopt the new performance evaluation form.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Newman motioned to at the following to the part-time police officer roster:

Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

CORN CHAFF DAYS

Bipes motioned to grant The High Point a dance permit for July 7th and 8th.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Council reviewed the nominations for “Citizen of the Year”.  Newman motioned to nominate Henry Dickhudt.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINSSS

Administrator Jaunich stated Council Members are needed to attend the Local Board of Equalization training sessions.  

Blight letters have been sent.  Residents have 30 days to comply.  If corrections are not made, an “order to correct” will be issued.
