FEBRUARY 11, 2008
CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00PM wit the pledge of allegiance on February 11, 2008, by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members: Gary Bipes, Roger Newman, Steve Squibb, Mark Schwiderski.   Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya, Barb Johnson, Harold Carstens, Mike Kenney, Jerome Schueller, Kurt Kozel.  Citizens in attendance: Jason Lange, Mike and Laura Melberg.  Others in attendance: Kelly Squibb (Security Insurance), Brian Meyer (SEH Engineering), Frank Schafer and Charles Henke (Airport Advisory Committee), Dolores Nelson (Hector Apartments Manager).  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Squibb motioned to approve the agenda.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Newman motioned to approve the minutes of the January 14th Regular Council Meeting, the January 29th Special Meeting and Public Hearing, and the February 4th Special Meeting.  Squibb seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, AND COMMUNICATIONS
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL

-Dolores Nelson, Manager of Hector Apartments, stated roof repair was required on the Eastgate Apartment at 2nd Street East because the boulevard trees wore off some shingles and caused damage into the attic.  Eastgate Apartments paid $275.00 for repairs.  Ms. Nelson requested reimbursement from the City since boulevard trees caused the problem.  Administrator Hoyhtya requested Harold Carstens to prepare a plan for trimming all boulevard trees which would prevent problems in the future.  Newman motioned to reimburse Eastgate Apartments in the amount of $275.00.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
-The Council reviewed the values placed on City buildings prepared by Kelly Squibb, representing Security Insurance, for the purpose if League of Minnesota Insurance renewal.   The Council agreed to reduce coverage on seven buildings for budget purposes.  They will revisit the values next year when budget adjustments can be made.  The revised listing will be submitted to Security Insurance for a final premium cost.  
-Frank Schafer, Airport Advisory Committee, stated they would approve defensive and pursuit drivers training at the airport requested by the Police Department.  Bipes motioned to allow the defensive and pursuit drivers training on the airport runway April 1, 2008, from noon to 4:00PM.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
-The Airport Advisory Committee reviewed the contract with SEH for the airport Arrival/Departure building and requested the Council to accept the contract since the drawings they were presented with were acceptable.    They were comfortable that SEH knew what type of building they required.  

-The airport grant for the snow removal equipment building has been closed out.  
-Newman motioned to have Gary Bipes and Administrator Hoyhtya attend the 2008 Minnesota Airports conference April 23rd to the April 25th.   Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
-Brian Meyer, SEH Engineering, addressed the Council regarding the contract for the arrival/departure building at the airport.  Meyer stated this would be a simple building with 95% paid with Federal funds and 5% paid with City funds.  Paperwork can be completed for requesting the grant and letting bids which could be reviewed at the May Council meeting.  Construction could possibly start as early as June.  The Council requested completion by the third week in September for the Fly-In Breakfast.   The previous amount of $5,000 paid to Bolton & Menk for engineering fees can be included in this grant application.  An additional contract for supervision of the project will be addressed with SEH when the bids are let.  Administrator Hoyhtya will be the contact person for the project.  Schwiderski motioned to accept the contract with SEH Engineering for the airport arrival/departure building.   Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.   

-Bipes motioned to approve a Conditional Use Permit for Laura Melberg to open a tax and accounting service out of her home at 541 4th Street East.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS

Squibb motioned to adopt Resolution 08-08 which requests comprehensive road and transit funding.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Newman motioned to adopt Resolution 08-07 which authorizes a grant application to Minnesota Investment Fund and certifying compliance with all legal requirements for Loftness/US Attachments.   Squibb seconded.  Schwiderski abstained.  Motion carried.  

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES

· Police Department:  Chief Kozel is still having problems with his computer program for monthly reporting.  The program should be working for next month’s meeting.  Chief Kozel requested a payment of $80.00 for Chief of Police membership and permission to purchase ballistic vests.   Cost of vest will vary from $350 to $750 depending on what is ordered.  The budget has no funding for vests, but money is available from the vehicle forfeiture funds.  Newman motioned to apply for the membership fee and purchase two vests from the vehicle forfeiture funds.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously. 
· Park Department: Mike Kenney continues to work on quotes for swimming pool repairs for the return line under the concrete.  Also two pumps from the filter house need to be sent in for repairs.   Council Member Bipes suggested checking with the DNR for grant money since this would be a water loss situation.    The kiddy pool needs paint to pass inspections.  Tabled to next month for more information.   Council reviewed quotes on lawn mowers.  Council Member Schwiderski stated mowers could not be purchased until there is allotted money.  Council will review again next month.  
· Street Department: Harold Carstens stated they need a pressure washer.  Administrator Hoyhtya stated money was not budgeted for this item.    The women’s bathroom door at the community center was repaired.    Carstens stated an under belly scraper for the plow truck could be purchased for $600 from Murray township including attachments to connect to the truck.  This would mount under the dump truck to scrap snow down to the street surface.  Jason Lange stated there is a need to get down to the street because water gets into the cracks and ruins the streets.  Carstens stated the unit may not be available next year.  Council Member Schwiderski requested Administrator Hoyhtya to contact Murray Township for details on the scraper.  Council Member Squibb stated if the purchase could be made in keeping with the Street Department budget, the purchase could be approved, if not forget the purchase.  Carstens stated he would not approve the purchase since he felt it was too early in the year to forecast the status of his budget.  
· Water/Wastewater Department: Jerome Schueller reviewed his annual and monthly reports.  A grinder pump will need to be budgeted for next year with an approximate cost of $25,000 and $8,000 should be budgeted for the next three to five years for maintenance costs.    The raz pump should come this month.  Some of the fluoride pumps are failing and the filter media system needs to be regenerated.    Schueller suggested a line item be added to the water/sewer billings to offset repairs at the water and wastewater plants.  The older they get, the more maintenance and repairs are needed.  Newman motioned to approve purchase of a chemical feed pump in the amount of $1454.39 from USA Bluebook.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
· Administration:  Administrator Hoyhtya suggested the Council continue with the $250 deductible on workman’s compensation.  Schwiderski motioned to continue with the $250 deductible.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously. 
-The City of Bird Island has expressed an interest in sharing equipment with Hector such as the jetter and street sweeper.  We will pursue conversations with Bird Island.

Mediacom has submitted an informational letter regarding renewal of the television franchise which will expire on August 4, 2010.  The existing contract will be renewed.  

-The County has indicated that they will contribute an amount not to exceed $4,000 for engineering fees for reconstruction of CSAH 34.  Engineering on the project tabled.  

-Bipes motioned to approve of Penny Macik and Nancy Fosland as members of the EDA.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

-The Board of Review meeting has been set for April 7, 2008 from 6:00PM to 6:30PM.

NEW BUSINESS
PAYABLES

Schwiderski motioned to approve the payables and additional payables, $80 for Police Chief Membership and 4,840 to KJW for new fire hall repairs which total $68,597.13.  Bipes seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.  
Financial reports were presented to the Council.  No comments at the meeting.  

CITY ISSUES

Jason Lange has submitted a resignation from the Planning Commission.  Bipes motioned to accept the resignation effective immediately.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  Administrator Hoyhtya stated that possibly Mike Kenney will not be allowed to serve since he no longer resides within the City.  She will advertise for members.

Schwiderski motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Squibb seconded.  Adjournment time 9:18 PM.
