MONTHLY REPORTS
AIRPORT
Jill Nezworski, Chairman of the Hector Airport Advisory Committee was present to go over the airport items on the agenda.  

A. Hanger lock box  The committee received information from Harris Baker, Regional Airport Engineer MN Aeronautics stating that Mankato keeps lock boxes for building keys in their A/D building at the request of the fire/police departments.  The Airport Advisory Committee recommends the council consider having a lock box in the A/D building with keys from every hanger in it for the fire and police departments to have access in case of emergences.  Motion to approve a hanger lock box in the A/D building on the bases that the master key situation is figured out at a later time and access to that box be for the fire department, police department and the city office, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against. Motion carried.  

B. SEH proposal agreement #4.  The Airport Advisory Committee recommends to the city council to approve the Amendment No. 4(revised) for $31,300 for the runway Safety Area/Box Culvert project for the bid letting and design services.  Also added is a lump sum fee for $8,300 for the Preliminary Services for Hanger Area Development project.


Motion by Council Member Olson to approve the SEH Amendment No. 4 (revised)  for 
$31,300 for the runway Safety Area/Box Culvert project for the bid letting and design 
services and a lump sum fee of $8,300 for the Preliminary Services for Hanger Area 
Development project, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Olson and 
Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

HECTOR EDA
The EDA discussed the industrial land purchased from Hector Industries and access to that land from 12th Street and Bryant.  Hoyhtya will look into leveraging money to upgrade Bryant.  The rent for Hummingbird Court will remain the same for now.

They are looking at putting together a Revolving Loan fund to help businesses fix up their business.  The work orders and tally sheets for Prairie View maintenance work was discussed.

PARK

The street sweeper is up and running.  Buffalo Lake is using it at the present time as theirs is down.  Thank you to Harold and Dubs for the hard work last month during Mike and Jerome’s absence.

POLICE DEPARTMENT

Acting Police Chief Roemhild read a letter thanking the council for allowing him to be acting chief and their support.  He has identified the critical need of the department such as the model policies and evidentiary, communications, and identification needs.  He is working on a list of future needs of the department such as mission and value statement, personal issues, procedures and technology.  He will be having an open house in the near future.  

In August of 2009 the State of Minnesota put in place a State Administrative Fine program.  They wanted to have one uniform program that all the cities could implement.  Acting Chief   Roemhild researched the program and recommends to the council that the city not get into this program due to high cost, work load and little return.  This program only deals with moving violations.  Renville County has a Driver Awareness Program.  
Council Member Olson made a motion to not follow the State Administrative Fines program but do the state citations and/or Driver Awareness program of Renville County, second by Council member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against. Motion carried.

Council Member Olson asked Roemhild to pursue adjusting the fines.
Worthless Check Program – The County has a program that the city can enter into with an agreement with Financial Crimes Services (FCS). FSC would seek payment from the check owner at no cost to the city or business owner.  Michelle Schafer talked about a program they use at Hector Hardware Hanks called Paytek.  Acting Chief Roemhild will be looking into this program.  The Worthless Check Program was tabled.  

Officer Mike (Khang) Nguyen has been working on the main computer.  

Roemhild gave the council a recap of what the department has been doing.  He stated a Job Well Done to Officer Best on a death notification he had to deliver.  The family called and thanked the department and Officer Best for the time he spent with the family and his kind’s words.  Roemhild also thanked Michelle and Frank Schafer at Hector Hardware Hank’s for the assistance and Loftness for helping him in destroying some property.  They have spent the past three weeks on software improvements logging reports and the evidence room.

Three policies have been brought up to date with the POST board and with these three the department will be in compliance.  

Council Member Olson made a motion to approve Resolution 10-12 Adopting the Following Hector Police Department Personnel Policies:  Allegations of Misconduct Model Policy, Predatory Offender Registration and Community Notification Model Policy and Domestic Abuse Response and Arrest Model Policy, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to decrease Officer Kurt Kozel’s pay to $19.20 and increase Acting Chief Roemhild’s pay to $18.02 effective March 29, 2010 by Council Member Schwiderski, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against. Motion carried.   

The council commended Acting Chief Roemhild for an excellent job.
STREET DEPARTMENT

Motion by Council Member Schwiderski to do the flowers again this year in the community planters, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The city will accept any donations to be used to purchase the flowers.

City Wide Clean Up will be April 26-30th.

The police department will again be working on the blight issues.  There are 18 from last year that need to be addressed yet.  Roemhild suggested doing #1 before #18.  The council would like to see this done.  A letter will be sent to those as the process for going forward as suggested by the city attorney.
SWIMMING POOL

Council Member Bergsma recapped the meeting.  The pool will open June 7th and close August 20th.  The city crew and volunteers will be working on the pool repairs this spring.  Lessons will begin June 14th and run to June 25th and the second session will start July 12th – July 23rd.  The prices for the season are as follows:  Family $200, Single $75, Lap $25 and Party $30-40.  Daily admission will be $4 for the afternoon session 1:00 – 5:00 p.m., $3 for the evening session 6:30 – 8:00 p.m., $2 for lap swim 5:30 – 6:30 p.m. and Seniors $1.  Swimming Lessons will be $40.  

WATER/WASTEWATER
The council reviewed the water and wastewater report and discussed the letter received from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency on the re-issuance of the Pollutant Discharge Elimination System/State Disposal System Permit.  Jerome is working on a spread sheet of costs for his next months report.

Motion to approve Moore Engineering as the engineer for the Capital Improvements Plan for a City Wide Infrastructure Improvements Plan (CIP) project by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Schwiderski.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.  All the firms did a fine job in representing themselves.

Motion to approve the payables by Council Member Schwiderski, of $83,010.75, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

The financials were reviewed.
Marlys Hagstrom talked about an ordinance that Winthrop had on dog bite problems. She stated that all owners and renters must provide the city with proof of liability insurance for a minimum of $50,000.  This will be looked into for the next meeting.

The police department will be doing a pet clinic.  A suggestion that a handout be made and handed out at the clinic talking about being kind to the meter readers with dogs and fences.

The council is invited to a luncheon at the Hector Historical Center on April 20, 2010 at noon.  If you are interested in going please let Hoyhtya know by April 15th.

Council Member Olson wanted to address the e-mails that have been going around from Gary Bipes.  The e-mails were passed out to those present.  She said that the council needs to focus as a united council to address the issues that pertain to this city and make good, sound decisions.  It is time to put all the personal feelings aside and get back to business.

The council instructed Hoyhtya to talk with the League of Minnesota Cities to have them come out for a special meeting to try to focus on being an effective council.

ADJOURNMENT

The meeting as adjourned at 9.10 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
