JANUARY 29, 2008
CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council Special Meeting was called to order at 6:00PM with the pledge of allegiance on January 29, 2008, by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members: Gary Bipes, Roger Newman, Mark Schwiderski (6:15 p.m.).   Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya  Citizens in attendance: Gloria Nelson and David Nelson
The pledge of allegiance was recited.

The Mayor, Jeff Heerdt called the public hearing to order.

The public hearing was to present the Loftness US/Attachments grant application.

The City of Hector is applying for a $392,000 federally-funded grant on behalf of Loftness US/Attachments.  This grant will assist in the expansion of Loftness/US Attachment’s product line by purchasing a new Mazak Laser.  Loftness/US Attachments produces a wide variety of skid-steer mounted and tractor-mounted attachments related to the agricultural industry.  If the application is successful, the city would use the grant proceeds to make a loan to Loftness/US Attachments which would use the funds to purchase new equipment.  As the funds are repaid to the city, the funds go into the city’s Revolving Loan Fund and would be available to make loans to other companies.  Gloria Nelson, President and David Nelson,   were present to discuss the background and scope of the project, the project costs, benefits to persons of low-to-moderate income that is required as part of the grant application. 
The public was invited to comment on the project and ask any questions they might have but no persons were in attendance.

There being no public feedback a motion by Newman, second by Bipes was made to close the public hearing.  Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Heerdt opened the council meeting of January 29, 2008 at 6:15 p.m.  

A motion was made by Bipes, seconded by Newman to have the terms of the loan to Loftness/US Attachments to be 2.5% for ten (10) years.  Motion carried unanimously.

Schwiderski took his place at the council table as this time.  .  

The council then discussed a request from Bolton & Menk to do a topography survey on the proposed 2008 Downtown Sidewalk & Lighting Improvement Project.  Motion by Schwiderski, seconded by Newman to approve.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:50p.m. by Newman, seconded by Bipes.  Motion carried unanimously.
