SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

OCTOBER 5, 2010
CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 6:30 a.m. by Mayor Jeff Heerdt at the Hector City Hall.  Members present: Council Members: Ralph Bergsma, Janet Olson, Mark Schwiderski and Steve Squibb.  Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya.  Visitors: Marlys Hagstrom, Justin Kroeger, Stephanie Krumvieda, Greg Radermacher and Jerome Schueller.
Mayor Heerdt called the meeting to order with the pledge of allegiance being said by everyone.  
Motion to approve the agenda as printed by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
Marlys Hagstrom from Winter Insurance gave the council Health Savings Plan options.  She recommends to the council that they renew with Health Partners now and do an application with other companies for January. 

Justin Kroeger from Flexible Benefit Administrators, Inc. presented two plans, a current Health Partners Plan with a higher deductible and a Health Savings Plan with Health Partners.  Flexible Benefit Administrators also offers a Consult A Doctor Program at no cost to the employee.  Council Member Olson motioned to approve the Health Partners Plan#1 and #2 as presented by Flexible Benefits Administrators with a second by Council Member Schwiderski.   Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Council Member Squibb stated the city needs to spend more money on infrastructure by putting  more money away to do that.  We need to live within the budget.  Squibb had to leave (8:00 p.m.)

The city received two quotes for work on the dump truck.  Motion to approve Crysteel’s quote for $6,377.10 as quoted with any other expenses coming back to the city council at their regular council meeting and to use funds from the transfer money of $110,000 to capital expenses by Council Member Bergsma with a second by Council Member Schwiderski. Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The city will be receiving Market Value Homestead Credit of $40,885.  Ambulance training reimbursement of $25,775 and airport money that will not be spent until 2011 of $26,210.  This will all figure in the projection of 2010.

Put the Community Center use and charges on the October 11, 2010 agenda.

Motion by Council Member Schwiderski to transfer from the swimming pool to match what is required to match expenses with a second by Council Member Olson.   Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to approve the salary distribution and benefits for 2011 Option 2 by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Schwiderski.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

New budget numbers will be presented figuring in the new insurance rates based on what was determined at this meeting.  Personnel Profile for 2011 looking at Public Works Supervisor and Police Chief positions will be discussed and earmarking capital dollars.

Motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:05 p.m. by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
