HECTOR CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING

APRIL 7, 2008
CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order on April 7, 2008, at 5:15PM by Mayor Heerdt with the Pledge of Allegiance.   Members Present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Mark Schwiderski, Gary Bipes, Roger Newman, and Steve Squibb.  Employees present:  Barbara Hoyhtya, Barb Johnson.  Airport Committee present:  Chairman, Frank Schafer, Dave Nelson, Jeff Broderius, Brad Wulkan, Chuck Henke.  Citizens present:  Carol Bipes, Chris Johnson.
AIRPORT ARRIVAL DEPARTURE BUILDING PLANS
The Council approved the presented building plans for the arrival/departure building at the March 18, 2008, Council Meeting.  Mayor Heerdt expressed his disappointment that the Airport Committee wanted to change the plans which they requested the Council to approve.  Bid advertisement for those plans have been published with an opening date of April 17, 2008.   Chairman Schafer stated the committee met and the majority vote was to change the size of the windows.  Schafer had no information to present on the new windows.  Dave Nelson stated they did approve the original plan, but the building would be there for a long time and felt that larger windows would enable someone in the building to see what was going on at the airport.  Jeff Broderius presented of windows they would like installed.  Broderius stated larger windows would improve the ascetic look of the building, be more practical for viewing the runway from the building, and possibly a monetary savings from framing all the smaller windows.    Councilmember Schwiderski questioned Administrator Hoyhtya if the engineers could make these changes since the bid advertisements have been published.  Administrator Hoyhtya stated a change order would not be required if we could get an addendum to the engineer tomorrow.  Hoyhtya stressed that the engineers need this information so the design can accommodate the bid opening of April 17th and continue the process to the FAA, get the grant approval, award the project, and complete the project by the Fly-In.  Schwiderski questioned if this change would be included in the airport funds.  Administrator Hoyhtya stated it would.  Council Member Newman questioned if the angle window they requested above windows 5 & 6 would be a special order.  Broderius stated it would.  Administrator Hoyhtya questioned if shades would be needed.  Broderius felt shades would be required.   Council Member Squibb stated he would like a bid alternative – have the contractors bid the original plan and a second bid for the requested changes.   Chairman Schafer stated, as committee chairman, he was not given any information of the windows that were proposed.  Jeff Broderius offered Chairman Schafer the information of the windows that were proposed.   Schwiderski motioned to request a bid alternative which would make windows 2, 3, and 4 larger (but the same size), windows 5 & 6 as large as possible with a special slanted window above them, and remove windows 7 thru 12.  Newman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Chairman Schafer stated the County suggested a holding tank be installed with the agreement that within four to five years, the City and the home owner would need to comply with an approved mound system.  Currently the home and the hanger are out of compliance.  Administrator Hoyhtya has contacted the home owner and he understands the County condition and will comply.  Schafer stated the holding tank would remain and become part of the new mound system when installed.  Newman motioned to install the holding tank with the understanding it would be converted to a mound system within four to five years.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

CITY ISSUES

A request was received to use the new fire hall for a benefit fundraiser for the families/children of the Cottonwood students involved in the bus accident.  The fund raiser has been scheduled for May 2nd, 4PM to 9PM serving a free will offering meal of hot turkey sandwiches, beer brats, baked beans, coleslaw and beverage.  They will advertise and ask for matching funds, corporate donations, etc.  Squibb motioned to allow the use of the fire hall.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT

Bipes motioned to adjourn.  Squibb seconded. Motion carried unanimously.  Adjournment time: 5:57PM.
