FEBRUARY 13, 2012
CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on February 13th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Acting Mayor Olson.  Members present: Acting Mayor Janet Olson, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, and Greg Radermacher. Absent Mayor Jeff Heerdt.  Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya, Fire Chief Todd Kramer, and Police Chief Pat Callahan.  Others present: Tyson Hajicek from Moore Engineering, Loren Blakeslee, Marlys Hagstrom, Ruth Hamilton, John Hubin, Marty Lawson, Debra McIntosh, Keith Pearson, Sheryl Reuber, Frank Schafer, Jerome Schueller, Merrill Wendlandt, and Andi Whitlotch. 

Welcome to everyone by Acting Mayor Olson.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Gentry motioned to approve the agenda with the following addition: G. 5 City Credit Card, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion of approval of the January 9, 2012 minutes by Council Member Radermacher second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS & COMMUNICATIONS

Tyson Hajicek with Moore Engineering provided the city with proposed costs to provide wastewater treatment for the additional flows and loadings proposed for the Beef Plant.

Based on the O & M costs associated with the treatment facility and spreading those costs over flow and loading to the treatment plant, the cost to the Beef Plant would be $40,745.00 annually.

This cost is assumed to be above and beyond the capital costs required to expand the existing facility which would be required to be able to accommodate the additional flow, loadings, and conveyance.  Those capital costs would be paid by the Beef Plant based on the terms of the financing.  Additionally, the Beef Plant would need to guarantee the loan in the event the Beef Plant is unable to pay any remaining debt at any time in the future.  Therefore, the Beef Plant would also need to guarantee the additional debt related to the additional revenue it is providing to the City.  At current loan terms from RD, the $40,745.00 annual payment translates to a $930,000 loan or guarantee. 
Motion by Council Member Radermacher to move forward to discuss with the Beef Plant the numbers and guarantee any additional costs are their expenses with a second by Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

Merrill Wendlandt from Juul Contracting Company addressed the council to seek payment for work that they completed on two service lines.  Motion by Council Member Gentry to pay the bill of $1,076.00 to the contractor and bill the residents at 631 & 611 Cedar Street East.  If it is not paid apply it to their taxes with a second by Council Member Radermacher.    Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES

Airport

The council discussed the membership of the airport board.  They would like to see the membership reduced to five members from seven with the make up being two pilots, two citizens and one city council member.

The council discussed the manager’s duties.   Meetings would not necessarily need to be every month.  More on this in the coming months.

The fuel tank is Curt Sampson’s and the council would like to see the tank be accessible for public use, permanently wired in place and a credit card system installed.  Any cost to putting together a contract will be Mr. Sampson’s expense.

Ambulance – Discussion on a retirement program for the ambulance crew.  Hoyhtya will contact the Secretary of State.  
EDA – The minutes were reviewed.
Fire Department -  The fire department is working on specs for a grass rig.
Police - Police Chief Callahan was present to present the monthly report. He has been working on the evidence room.  Motion by Council Member Bergsma to allow Police Chief Callahan to distribute clothing and household goods to ACT’s in Olivia and air rifles to 4-H with a second by Council Member Radermacher.     Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Public Works – Motion to purchase a stump grinder for $7,284.00 by council member Bergsma, second by Council member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The street sweeper was inspected by McQueen Equipment.  They had in the past done inspections yearly but the street department has dropped that in the past few years.  Motion by Council Member Gentry with a second by Council Member Bergsma to have McQueen Equipment, Inc. do all the repairs on the street sweeper for $15,948.43 and be ready for service by spring.      Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The snow blower is at Loftness and they are looking at the blower to correct the angle of the drive shaft.

Administration – Motion to approve the annual dance permit for 2012 for The Other Place by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to approve the 2012 on sale liquor license, off-sale liquor license and Sunday liquor license for The Other Place pending all paperwork turned in by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member  Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The Hector Fire Department applied for an Assistance to Firefighters grant and was awarded $480,687.00 for the radio system for the county.  The City of Hector will receive four radios permanently mounted in four trucks and seven portable radios and one radio for the ambulance and one portable radio for the ambulance department.  The police department will receive one radio for each squad and one portable radio per full time officer.

Motion by Council Member Bergsma to close 2nd Street East from Ash to Cedar on  Saturday, July 14, 2012 during Corn Chaff Days from 3:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. for Tractor Rods sponsored by the American Bar & Grill with a second Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Bergsma to acquire a credit card from the bank with a $500 limit per day of purchase with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

The council motioned to approve the payables for $131,088.43 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

ADJOURNMENT 

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
