MARCH 12, 2012
CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on March 12th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present: Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, Janet Olson and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya, Fire Chief Todd Kramer, and Police Chief Pat Callahan.  Others present: Jamie Fitzke, Steven Gee, Lowell Grimm, Scott Hable, John Hubin, Marty Lawson, Jerome Schueller and Mark Sellner.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Olson motioned to approve the agenda with the following addition: 6A. 1.  Jamie Fitzke a lighting consultant with Center for Energy & Environment, 7.A. 2. Pay Request 7. C. 2. Truck, 7.E. 2. Dangerous weapons 7.G. 5. Special Election – Election judge,  and 7. H. 2.  Soft Ball Field with a second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion of approval of the February 13, 2012 minutes by Council Member Radermacher second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS & COMMUNICATIONS

Jamie Fitzke a lighting consultant with Center for Energy and Environment provided the city with a lighting system analysis for seven buildings belonging to the city.  The total project cost $16,790.42 with a rebate of $7,119.86  bringing the project cost down to $9,670.56 and an estimated savings of $1,775.73.  this includes material, labor and recycling if the work is completed by March 31, 2012.  The current light bulbs will not be made after July 1, 2012.   Motion by Council Member Radermacher to go ahead with the project completing all the buildings on the list with a second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

Airport

Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve the RFP on the mowing and/or snow removal with a second by Radermacher.    Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.
Motion by Council Member Radermacher to approve the pay request in the amount of $13,914.41 to Civil Ag Group with second by Council Member Olson.    Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

The council has instructed Hoyhtya to put together a job description for the airport manager.

Motion to approve the officers by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Gentry.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor, Olson abstained, none voted against.  Motions carried.

A committee will be formed to put together information for the council on retirement and incentives.  Janet Olson and Chuck Gentry will represent the council.  Two member of the ambulance crew will also be on the committee.

Fire Department -  Scott Hable representing the Fire Department presented information to the council on extrication tools.    The fire department has done extensive research and are recommending to the council to purchase from Alex Air Apparatus the Hurst eDraulic Rescue Tools.   The truck committee looking into a grass rig recommends the purchase of a truck and platform.  
Motion to purchase from Midway Ford Commercial a F350 4X4 Cab-Cab and Chassis (DRW) 60” Cab to Axle in the amount of $27,683.76 (from the state bid),  from Alex Air Apparatus, Inc. Hurst eDraulic Rescue Tools in the amount of $33,941.36 and from Crysteel Truck Equipment for 9’ x94” All aluminum Scott-Lite platform in the amount of $15,787.00 and Whalen siren system in the amount of $1,500.00 by Council Member Olson with a second by Council Member Radermacher.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.
Library  -  Motion to approve Sandy Grussing as a new board member by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

Police – Motion by Council Member Bergsma to allow Police Chief Callahan to purchase two Taser X26 to replace the M26 system and 3 holsters and extra cartridges in the amount of $1,822.65, with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Police Chief Callahan has had complaints on dangerous weapons being used in town such as bow and arrows.  He will research and see what other cities are doing and bring more information back to the council.
Mayor Heerdt asked if the city could have more police presence around school around 3:00 p.m. 

Public Works – Motion to purchase cell phones for the public works department in place of the street phone line by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Administration – Motion to approve the 2012 on sale and off sale liquor license for the American Bar & Grill by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Radermacher.   Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, Gentry abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to approve the annual 2012 dance permit for the American Bar & Grill by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson.   Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, Gentry abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Beverly Skelton would like to donate two lots to the city located on Birch Avenue.  The city is not interested in taking these lots off the tax rolls, donation declined.

City Wide Clean Up days will be May 7-11

Due to the passing of Senator Gary Kubly there will be a special election and the city will need to hire election judges.  Motion to hire the last election judges for this election process by Council Member Gentry, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The Mayor and council recognize Jerome Schueller for his ten (10) years of service to the City of Hector.  Thank you.

Motion to allow the Buffalo Lake-Hector-Stewart School District to place a portable fence at the 200’ line on the softball field at no cost to the city by Council Member Olson with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

The council motioned to approve the payables for $90,922.29 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

ADJOURNMENT 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:55 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
