CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL TRUTH-N-TAXATION COUNCIL MEETING
A special truth-n-taxation meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on April 2, 2013 at 6:00 p.m.   Members present:  Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya.  Others present: Renville County Assessor Barb Trochill and City Assessor Randy Mertz.  

Council Member Ralph Bergsma opened the meeting.

Mertz had one call from Gene Witte asking for his property to be lowered due to the condition of the house.  He has had water damage inside due to a leaky roof, which has been replaced.  Mertz viewed the house and stated there is extreme damage to the ceilings and the basement had been classified as a whole basement when in fact it has a crawl space in part of the basement.
Mertz is recommending that the value be lowered from $70,100 to $48,300.

Motion to lower the value for Gene Witte’s property at 121 Colfax Avenue NE from $70,100 to $48,300 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Gentry.    Bergsma, Gentry, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Over the past ten years the assessor has at least talked to 60% of the property owners.
He leaves call back cards.

Properties are selling on average at 97.80%  The high end homes are under-valued if he was going to change anything it would be those homes in the $120,000 and up range.
