ORDINANCE 151.064

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 151 OF THE CITY CODE RELATING TO THE RULES FOR MAXIMUM OCCUPANCY

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HECTOR AMENDING CITY CODE SECTION 151.064 ADDING THERETO AN ADDITIONAL PROVISION DEFINING “MAXIMUM OCCUPANCY” AND BY ADOPTING BY REFERENCE, CITY CODE SECTION 1  WHICH, AMONG OTHER THIINGS, COMES WITH A PENALY PROVISIONS.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HECTOR, RENVILLE COUNTY, MINNESOTA HEREBY ORDAINS:

Section 151.064 is amended to read as follows:

	(1.)  “Maximum occupancy.”  The maximum occupancy of any dwelling unit shall not exceed the requirements of this subdivision.  For the first occupancy, there shall be at least one hundred fifty (150) square feet of floor space and there shall be at least one hundred (100) square feet of floor space for each additional occupancy thereof, with said floor space to be calculated on the basis of total habitable room area.  Bathrooms, water closet compartments, laundries, furnace rooms, pantries, kitchenettes, utility rooms of less than fifty square feet of floor space, foyers, communicating corridors, stairways, closets, storage spaces, workshops, hobby and recreational areas shall be excluded from the calculation of total habitable room area.

	(2.)  “Nuisance.”  The following shall be defined as nuisances:

		a.  Exceeding the maximum occupancy in any dwelling unit.

	(3)  City Code Ordinance NO. 222 Entitled “General Provisions and Definitions Applicable to the Entire City Code Including Penalty for violation” are hereby adopted in their entirety, by reference, as though repeated verbatim herein.

	(4)  This ordinance shall take effect upon its adoption and publication.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES

Airport –The Council tabled the mowing and snow removal bids until next meeting.
The council reviewed the airport manager’s job description.
The council revised the By-Laws with a motion by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

EDA – The council reviewed the EDA minutes.

Fire Department -  Motion to approve the purchase of the skid unit for the new grass rig from Fire Safety USA for $13,272.00 by Council Member Olson, with a second by Council Member Radermacher. Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The county ARMER equipment has been ordered and is coming in from West Central Communications for $450,704.11 with $428,169.00 that has been deposited from the grant and the rest coming from the county.

Police – The council and Police Chief Callahan recognized Officer Kurt Kozel for his 21 years of service to Hector.  
Motion to purchase $4,673.60 of ammunition for the City of Hector and other cities in Renville County by Council Member Gentry, second by Council member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.  This is a cost savings for all cities to order in bulk.

Chief Callahan thanked the council for allowing him to purchase the anti theft device for the new squad car that ultimately saved the car and lives.  He also thanked them for allowing him to purchase the new tazers which were used for the first time that night also and ultimately saved lives.

There will be a Drug Take-Back on April 28th at the Hector Community Center from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  The goal is to have a way to get rid of unused and old prescriptions.
  
Public Works – Schueller has been working with Bird Island to purchase a stump grinder together and share man power and equipment.

The retro lighting project has been completed.  A motion by Council Member Olson to reduce Hector Plumbing and Heating bill by $1,134.64 for the re-work KJW did on the Community Center, Library and Water Plant with a second by Gentry.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

There is a sewer line problem at city hall that will be fixed by Hjerpe.  They will directional bore under the sidewalk and get the water and sewer lines out of State Highway 4.

A Certificate of Commendation was awarded to the City of Hector and its wastewater treatment facility staff for exemplary effort extended in the year 2011 in complying with the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency’s Permit Program.
 
Administration – Hoyhtya and the Hugh Veit city engineer will be meeting with the Beef Plant staff on the wastewater project on Thursday, April 12, 2012.

The Beef Plant has purchased the old motel (Parcel # 33-00240-00) in town and has asked for it to be reclassified to residential for taxes.  It will be left as is by the county assessor’s office until someone moves in.

Jake and Lael Dornseif asked the council to help with a bill they received for some sewer work done at their residents.  The council did not take action in this request.

Renville County has initiated a Beyond the Yellow Ribbon action plan which will unite all areas within our communities to create a comprehensive network that will connect and coordinate our agencies, organizations, resources and employers for the purpose of proactively supporting Service members and military families.  They are asking for elected officials and government leaders to plan an important role in establishing these priorities in our communities.  If a council member would attend there will be a meeting on Thursday, May 10th at 5:00 p.m. at the Olivia Armory.  Let Hoyhtya know. 

The recycling dumpsters will be moved to the east of where they are due to the pavement collapse.  Fill the pavement collapse in with gravel and leave. 

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE
Motion to approve the payables for $498,037.05 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
