DISCUSSION ON THE INFRASTRUCTURE AND THE BEEF PLANT PROJECT

The infrastructure project has been submitted to Rural Development now waiting for them to complete the grant process.
The $2.5 million dollar expansion will be the line from the beef plant to the Hector plant and adding sludge capacity at the wastewater plant.  The plant can currently handle the flow but not the sludge.  This will all be paid for by the plant.
Phase 1 will to install the line.
Phase 2 the sludge storage and de-chlorination
The beef plant will review the agreement and get back to the engineer and attorney.
The beef plant will be doing a pre-treatment process.
They currently employ 90 people and are looking to add an additional 120-130.  This will bring additional revenue to Hector.
The time table will be to get MPCA’s approval, easements for the line and bidding.

The beef plant group met with the engineer and attorney after the meeting.

There was no flag at the city cemetery on Monday, why not.  Hoyhtya will investigate.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:35 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
