CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL EMERGENCY COUNCIL MEETING

A special emergency council meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on July 2, 2011at 9:25 a.m. by Mayor Heerdt at the Fire Hall.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:   Ralph Bergsma and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya.  
Mayor Heerdt declared a local emergency Friday, July 1, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor’s proclamation declaring a local emergency
Whereas, the Mayor of the City of Hector finds that the following situations exists:


Trees and branches down blocking streets and alleys


Streets blocked with debris so rescue vehicles cannot get through the street for 
emergency calls


Electricity out all over town so that emergency crews have to check on residents, 
downed power lines and account for all residents


 Concern for residents well being with the power outage


Due to the power outage the lack of water and sewer capabilities could compromise 
the health and safety of the residents   

And Whereas, the Mayor finds that the situation is sudden and unforeseen and could not have been anticipated;

And Whereas, the Mayor finds that conditions in the city have worsened considerably as a result of the situation;

And Whereas, the Mayor finds that this situation threatens the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the community;

And Whereas, the Mayor finds that the situation has resulted in catastrophic loss to city property and movement in the city by emergency vehicles in case of emergencies;

And Whereas, the Mayor finds that traditional sources of relief are not able to repair or prevent the injury or loss.

Now, Therefore, the Mayor declares this situation to be a local emergency effective at 7:30 p.m. on Friday, July 1, 2011.

This declaration of a local emergency will invoke the city’s disaster plan.  The portions that are necessary for response to and recovery form the emergency must be used.
