JULY 9, 2012

CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on July 9th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present: Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya, and Police Chief Pat Callahan.  Others present: Chad Kingsman, Marty Lawson, Andrew Markgraf, Francis Nelson, Jerome Schueller  

Welcome to everyone by Mayor Heerdt.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Council Member Bergsma motioned to approve the agenda with additions, second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Motion of approval of the June 11, 2012 minutes by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS AND COMMUNICATIONS
Chad Kingsman was present to invite the Mayor and Council Members to gather on Monday, July 30, 2012 at Olivia for an informational session, featuring an overview of LGA funding.

Darrin Ogdahl from Conway, Deuth & Schmiesing was present to present the 2011 audit.
The assets of the City exceeded liabilities by $6.1 million.  Of this amount, $1.8 million may be used to meet the government’s ongoing obligations to citizens and creditors in accordance with the City’s fund classifications and fiscal policies.  
The city’s total net assets increase by $527,590 for normal operations.
The City’s governmental funds reported combined ending fund balances of $1,098,857.  Of this total amount, approximately 60% is available for spending at the City’s discretion.
At the end of the current fiscal year, unassigned fund balances for the General Fund was $739,487 or 82% of total General Fund Expenditures of $898,369.
Of the $739,487 $350,000 is committed and leaves 5 months of income.  The state recommends that the city have at least 5 months of reserve.

Francis Nelson came before the council again about the alley in question between 2nd St and 3rd St.  The city attorney is looking into the matter and will report back to the council.

The Police Chief has a six month review and the council is very pleased with his work.

The city will be doing stump grinding in July and August.

Swimming Pool – A motion to appoint Jen Macik to the swimming pool committee by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Administration – 2012 City Election Filing will be for two council positions and one mayor position.  The filing will open July 31, 2012 and close August 14, 2012 at 5:00 p.m.

The council reviewed the budget schedule.

Hoyhtya will be meeting with the League and various cities in the area to discuss forming a Regional Safety Group next week.
