July 11, 2011
CALL TO ORDER – PUBLIC HEARING WITH THE PLANNING COMMISSION AND CITY COUNCIL.
A Public Hearing was called to order by Mayor Heerdt on July 11th at 7:00 p.m.

After some discussion, including a request that the storage unit be at least 12 inches from the northeast corner of Totally U Salon building, and that in the future nothing is done before the CUP has been through the process.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL 
Lange’s Machine Shop CUP request – Motion to approve the CUP with the storage unit to be moved a minimum of 12 inches away from the NE corner of the Totally U building by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.  Council Member Bergsma asked that in the future any CUP’s process be completed before moving forward with any part of the project.
Jim Zilka from Center Point Energy presented the City with a grant from their Grant Partnership Program to be used to purchase AED’s for the community in the amount of $2,500.  
Wes Hoyhtya asked the council for signage showing where the alley behind his lot goes.  From the back of his lot the plotted alley runs to the west.  Hoyhtya said that he would split the cost with the city for the signage. Neighboring residents asked that the alley not be closed.  The council asked that the city attorney look into the legality of the residents using the east side of Hoyhtya’s property for an alley.  This was tabled until next meeting.

Ordinance 93.23 Dangerous or Potentially Dangerous Dog

Police Chief Nguyen went over the ordinance.  Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve Ordinance 93.23, Dangerous or Potentially Dangerous Dog with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Center Point Energy Ordinance to renew the contract.  

Council Member Olson arrived. (7:30)  

The council would like to see the recommendations the city attorney has made to the contract.

This will be brought to the council after Center Point reviews.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES
Airport – Dave Nelson, Vice Chairman gave the council a recap of the July meeting:  On track to get signatures on the land deal, reviewed Bipes proposal on the mowing and snow removal contract, and dealing with storm issues at the airport. The committee is standing by their recommendation of Wulkan for the mowing contract.

Council Member Radermacher made a motion to terminate the contract with Kevin Wulkan of which he has not signed yet, second by Council member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

 Ed Newberg said that he would continue to mow for free until the council has settled on this contract.  A RFP will be sent out again.
EDA – The council reviewed the minutes of the EDA meeting.  There are 3 openings at Prairie View and Hummingbird Court is full.  Dr. Fiedler’s project is moving forward.
Police  - POST Board has been out and the department is compliant.

Police Chief Nguyen will investigate other communities in the area for ATV ordinances.
All violators of the animals ordinance are treated the same.  If an animal is picked up and impounded the first day fine is $100 and $15 every day after that.  If an animal is not licensed and picked up they will also get an administrative fine of $40.00.

The mock disaster drill helped the community deal with the storm of July 1, 2011.  There was a meeting to go over the storm and plan for the next.  Things have been added to the plan.

Motion to approve Todd Kramer as a backup emergency manager in Mike Nguyen’s absence by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Radermacher.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

The siren is not for people to hear in their homes.  It is for those outside.  Weather radios are go tools to have for bad weather.

There are issues with Main Street traffic speeding and bikes on the sidewalks.

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

The council reviewed MnWARN Utilities helping Utilities.  This is a water and wastewater  

network of utilities helping utilities respond to and recover from emergencies.

The council will approve a resolution next meeting to join.

The council discussed water and sewer rates.  Hoyhtya will put together a comparison of rates from other local communities and post around town.  Water and wastewater departments are enterprise funds which is not supported by general taxes but by rates.   The council will revisit the rates when they discuss the 2012 budget.

Motion by Council Member Olson for the lawn meter accessibility rate to be changed from 12 months charging to 6 months charging second by Council Member Bergsma.  This year the rate has been charged from February through July and in following years the rate will be charged from May – October.     Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.  
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

The council motioned to approve the payables for $114,362.18 Council Member Gentry, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

OTHER BUSINESS

Motion to appoint Esther Trujillo to the Planning Commission by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried. 

ADJOURNMENT 

The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
