CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on August 8th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Acting Mayor Olson.  Members present: Acting Mayor Janet Olson, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, and Greg Radermacher.  Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya and Police Chief Mike Nguyen. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Bergsma motioned to approve the agenda with the following additions: F. Fire Department 1. Annual Rates, 2. Fire Hall Damage and 10. Storm Update, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion to approve the July 11 & 26, 2011 minutes by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL 
Jeff Stamer applied for a Conditional Use Permit to replace two bins that were destroyed in the July 1, 2011 storm and add an additional new bin.  Chairman Lowell Grimm reported that the Planning Commission recommends the CUP to the council.
Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve the CUP with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The CUP will address items such as stop sign, dust control on road, capping utility lines etc.

Lowell Grimm addressed the council about high water usage at his shop this past month.  He is requesting the council change his bill from 12,000 gallons to 450 gallons.  Ralph Bergsma is also experiencing problems.   Schueller will look at the issues and determine what needs to be done such as putting in a test meter to check the current meters.

Penny Macik asked about the following:  water rates compared to other cities – they are posted at the Post Office, Community center, Bank, City Hall and on the web site.

Dangerous Dog Ordinance – to be discussed during the police department report.

Alley issue – no answer from the city attorney yet will be on next month’s agenda.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING GOVERNMENTAL UNIT TO BE A PARTY TO MINNESOTA WATER AGENCY RESPONSE NETWORK (MnWARN)

RESOLUTION 11-24

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes, Section 471.59 authorizes governmental units by agreement of their governing bodies to jointly or cooperatively exercise any power common to them; and

WHEREAS, MnWARN has been established by the adoption of a Mutual Aid Agreement (the Agreement) among Governmental Units to allow their water, wastewater and storm water utilities to assist each other in case of an emergency; and 

WHEREAS, the Agreement allows other governmental units to become a party to the Agreement by the adoption of this Resolution and sending notice to the Secretary of the Statewide Committee for MnWARN; and

WHEREAS, the governing body of the City of Hector considers it to be in the best interests of the City to be a party to the Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Hector:

1. Authorizes Janet Olson, Acting Mayor and Barbara Hoyhtya, City Administrator of the City of Hector to sign this resolution evidencing the intent of the City of Hector to be a party of MnWARN; and

2. Barbara Hoyhtya, City Administrator is directed to send a certified copy of this resolution and a completed membership information form to the Secretary of the Statewide Committee of MnWARN; and 

3. The City of Hector agrees to comply with all terms of the Agreement.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES
Airport – Motion to approve the SEH Professional Services Agreement No. 7for the construction part of the culvert project by Council Member Gentry with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to approve the bid and enter into a contract with Ed Newberg for the mowing of the airport property at $18.00 per hour for the large tractor and approve a bid and enter into a contract with Gary Bipes with a bid of Snow Removal Tractor for $16.00 per hour and truck plowing for $15.00 per hour at the airport property by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Gentry.   Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Police  - Reviewed the stats.  

ATV research was done and the county cities were split in half some allowing and some not.  The police department will come up with a draft for next month’s meeting on AVT use in the city.

National Night Out – first time was a success.  The fire department, ambulance service and police department were there to answer questions and have their equipment on hand for viewing.  Olson did a drill on the use of AED’s.   AED’s will now be in various places in the community: swimming pool, Community Center, two police squads, fire truck, Prairie View and Loftness.  National Night Out is to promote safety awareness.

The Dangerous Dog ordinance is in effect.  Contact the police department if you have a complaint. Police Chief Nguyen will check on what happened this weekend.

Pool – Inspection went very well. August 19th will be the last day the pool will be open.

Public Works Department - The city received two bids for Seal Coating.  Caldwell Asphalt Co. $1.64 SY and Pearson Bros. for $1.25 SY.  Motion to approve the bid from Pearson Bros. for $1.25 SY for Seal Coating by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.
Personnel Committee
The Public Works employees were paid double time for Friday, July 1, 2011 for a call out emergency.  They were then asked to work on Saturday, July 2, 2011 and they were paid time and one half pay.  Schueller asked that the council reconsider and pay them double time for Saturday also.  The council feels that they were paid correctly and it will stand as paid.

Fire Department – The Relief Association each year turns in an annual report to the State.  This report shows their Schedule for Lump Sum Pension Plans.  For this year the city’s contribution is zero.  The Annual Benefit level for 2011 is $1,200.
The Fire Hall sustained some damage in the July 1, 2011 storm.  The insurance company will be picking up the following:  Fixing the overhead doors, the west wall and roof panel and flashing on the front.  The city should take care of the old chimneys to prevent leakage and fix the braces on the inside above the loft.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

The council motioned to approve the payables for $63,880.91 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

FEMA will be having an initial meeting in the near future with cities and county officials.

The council will have a budget meeting Monday, August 15, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Community Center.  Everyone is welcome to attend.

The title search on the two lots the city is deeding to Dr. Fiedler has discovered that the Our Own Hardware building owned by Julie Ufkes is encroaching on the city property by 1.3’ on the front side and 0.3’ in the back.  Motion to deed to Julie Ufkes two feet to the south of lot 19 by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
