The city council would like the police to have more presence on Highway 4 controlling traffic especially when school starts.

The ambulance service is in need of more members.  Motion by Council Member Gentry to approve three new members pending background checks and physicals of Jackie Markgraf, Cassie Becker and Stefanie Whalen with a second by council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor.  None voted against. Motion passed.

Police Chief The council would like to advertise for a full time Police Chief.  Another option would be to ask other neighboring cities to share a Police Chief.  An ad will be placed in the local paper, POST Board web site and the League web site.

The council reviewed the proposed administrative fines and fees and permits. They will look at the equipment rates next meeting.  

The city is in the 3rd year of a three year contract with the townships for Ambulance and Fire services.
