MONTHLY CITY COUNCIL MEETING
SEPTEMBER 10, 2012

CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on September 10th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present: Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, Janet Olson (7:50) and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya, and Police Chief Pat Callahan.  Others present: Dr. Rick Clark (7:30),  Lowell Grimm, Marlys Hagstrom, John Hubin, Marty Lawson, Penny Macik, Greg Piehl, and Jerome Schueller,    

Welcome to everyone by Mayor Heerdt.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Council Member Bergsma motioned to approve the agenda with an addition of snow removal bids for downtown, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Motion to approve the minutes of August 13, August 22, August 29 and September 5 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried. 
Motion to correct the minutes of July 9th to read 3rd Street and 4th Street not 2nd Street and 3rd Street about the alley Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Gentry.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS AND COMMUNICATIONS
Marlys Hagstrom asked what the procedure is for the city when there is a burial to be done out at the city cemetery.  The city is notified by the funeral home as to the plot and lot for marking.
Marlys states there is a problem with her mother’s grave location.  Hoyhtya will set up a meeting with the funeral home, the family and the city to address this situation.
The city now has a form that the family will sign off on before a grave is located.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES

Airport – A Request for Proposal will be going out for the Airport Snow Removal for the 2012-2013 season.

Motion by Council Member Gentry to enter into an Airport Lease Agreement with Greg Piehl
for a term of two years from April 1, 2013 to March 31, 2015 for $21,000 for 2013 and 2014 totaling $42,000, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.



Police – There had been some burglaries at the school and a couple of other locations and the investigations in the matters have been completed and the parties involved have been identified.
There was also a burglary at Pro-Communications and if any citizens have seen any activity on September 1, 2012 at this location please let the police know.  Callahan attended a school on emergency situation that will help in his role as Emergency Director.

Public Works – Truck Replacement the council looked again that the quotes for a new 1 ton truck, including sander, box & hoist and plow.  The Council tabled this again until next meeting for more information on the sander and sales tax. 

BLHS District Referendum -Dr. Rick Clark was present to discuss the upcoming BLHS District referendum.  The referendum will be on the ballot on November 6, 2012.  The first question is a renewal of the existing levy that will show no change in taxes to residents.  The second question is a new number asking for $250 per pupil unit.  That would be an additional tax.  

Administration – Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve the St John’s Catholic Church request for exempt permits for a raffle, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Gentry to approve the Health Insurance Plan to Health Partners at the same percentages for employees as had been in 2012, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The Regional Safety Group will be having their first meeting on September 26, 2012 here in Hector.

Accounts Payable - Motion to approve the payables for $75,423.92 by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor, Olson abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.
 
Budget 2013
The council would like to see the administration cost back in the Airport budget.
Review the on-call and salary comp time.  The council asked the personnel committee to review with the police chief the comp time and on-call pay and salary.
Motion by Council Member Olson to purchase a new radar at approximately $3,000 to come out of the general fund reserves, with a second by Council Member Bergsma.    Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
The police department needs to go back to their capital requests and trim.
Motion by Council Member Gentry to purchase a Tazer for the part time officer with the money coming out of the forfeiture funds if available with a second by Council Member Radermacher.    Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
The council reviewed a memo from Schueller concerning his pay.    
Motion by Council Member Olson with a second by Council Member Gentry to set the preliminary budget for 2013.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
