REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES
Airport – The council discussed the snow removal contract.

The council looked at the tracking hours for the administration.

A thank you was given to Hector Hardware Hank for donating grass seed, Dave Nelson at Loftness for donating the black dirt and Ed & Connie Newberg for time spent grading the mound at the airport.

Ambulance -  Incentives for the ambulance and fire department crews.  If a call goes out to a house of a member not to be charged to give an incentive to get these people to be members.

According to the State Auditors office before adding any new employee benefits expenditures that are not specifically authorized by statute, the city should consider: (1) the public purpose for the expenditure and (2) whether there is specific or implied authority for the expenditure found in statute or a city’s charter.  Hoyhtya will check to see if other cities have incentives.

Buffalo Lake and Hector are meeting to discuss sharing calls.  Buffalo Lake has 8 members  and Hector has 14 members.  Days and weekend calls are hard to fill.
Library – The Library will be having a Silent Auction on November 12, 2011 from 9:30 to 11:00 a.m.

Public Works Department – responded to a manhole overflowing on 8th Street east between Elm and US Highway 212.  The manhole was jetted and the Minnesota Duty Officer was notified.  This manhole was and is to be jetted twice a year.  MNTAP has references for Hector meats for other meat markets to see what they do for pollutants from their plant.  Hoyhtya will talk with Kevin.

Jeff Heerdt’s  sewer line was plugged and fixed.  It seems that when street project was done a few years back R & R Excavating did not connect the house line to the main.  R & R will be picking up the bill.

Administration – Motion to approve the Health insurance policy for 2012 with Health Partners the same as 2011 with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.
