A six month review with a potential of an increase of $58,000 salary.

Also 120 days vacation after your first anniversary date.

Negotiate on the uniform allowance and work it into the budget.

No longevity pay.
Second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt and Olson voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
