Mayor Steve Squibb called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and explained that there were only two items on the special meeting agenda and that the council would not be taking any comments at this meeting.  Mayor Squibb then stated that he and the council would be available to hear comments and answer questions immediately following the special meeting.

RESIGNATION – Mayor Squibb read the letter of resignation submitted by Pat Callahan.  Callahan’s last day with the City of Hector will be November 17, 2014.  MOTION by Doug Best, seconded by Greg Radermacher and carried to accept Callahan’s resignation.  The Mayor and Council thanked Callahan for his years of service and contributions to the Hector Police Department.  Callahan thanked the city for the opportunity to grow as a leader and support in transforming the department in a positive way.  Callahan listed housekeeping items such as closing accounts, evidence disposition, and transferring files that he is working on to assist in a smooth transition.  Callahan stated that his last day in a Hector PD uniform will be November 14, 2014.

[bookmark: _GoBack]OPTIONS – The Mayor stated that he sees the two options for the city in facing the vacancy.  The first being to advertise and hire a new Police Chief and the other to contract for police protection with either Buffalo Lake or Renville County.  The Council agreed that the city should place an advertisement.  The Council also agreed that Mayor Squibb, Councilor Radermacher and Clerk Blackwell will meet with both Buffalo Lake and the Renville County Sheriff to discuss contracting.  The Mayor stated that the Council may need to appoint an interim chief at the November council meeting.  The Council had previously been provided a copy of the current job description for Police Chief and agreed no changes were needed.  Councilor Best stated that he will abstain from public conversation and any council vote involving the Renville County Sheriff’s Department.  Karl Koford asked if he could make any comments and the Mayor again said that no comments would be allowed at this meeting.  The Mayor noted that all applications including applications from current employees would be considered.  

MOTION by Chuck Gentry, seconded by Greg Radermacher and carried to adjourn the meeting at 7:13 p.m.
