CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on November 14th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present: Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, Janet Olson and Greg Radermacher.  Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya.  Others present: Marlys Hagstrom, John Hubin,  Penny Macik, Michelle Schaefer, Franklin Schafer,  Mark Schultz, Jerome Schueller and Andy Wegscheid. 
Welcome to everyone by Mayor Heerdt.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Olson motioned to approve the agenda with the following additions: 6D. Dean Lentz – water, 6. E. 3. Old Fire Hall, with a second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against. Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion to approve the October 10, 2011 and October 17th minutes by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL
Dave Nelson – Loftness survey their property and it was discovered that there is a 30’ gap that is not included in either property to the north or south.  Loftness is asking that the city deed over the 30’ strip of land that should have been theirs to begin with.  The descriptions must have gotten messed up and not included in either parcel.
There will be no expense to the city.

Motion to approve the transferring of the 30’ strip by Council Member Gentry to Loftness Manufacturing for $1.00 and they will pay all costs involved with a second by Council Member Olson. Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

Andy Wegscheid wrote a letter to the city about the four year rotation for the city insurance.  He would like to have the city reconsider that motion and allow Security Insurance to keep the policy with them.  The motion will stand as it has been made four years ago.
Dean Lentz has a high water bill and does not feel that he should have to pay for the water when he did not use it.  Jerome will work with Mr. Lentz to look at the meter.

Susan Kley asked about the city’s data privacy policy.

RESOLUTION 11-42

A RESOLUTION TO CLOSE TRUNK HIGHWAY #4 ON THURSDAY, DECEMBER 1, 2011, FROM 8:00 P.M. TO 8:30 P.M. FOR THE UNFORGETTABLE CHRISTMAS PARADE

WHEREAS, participants and event officials will obey all Minnesota Laws pertaining to the use of Highway Rights of Way; and

WHEREAS, the event officials will notify the Minnesota State Patrol of the proposed event and will provide law enforcement officers to control and/or detour trunk highway traffic affected by the event; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hector agrees to assume entire responsibility and liability for all damages or injury to all persons, whether employees or otherwise and to all property, arising out of, resulting from or in any manner connected with the operation of the event.

The City of Hector agrees to indemnify the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MN/DOT), its agents and employees from all such claims including, without limiting the generality of the foregoing claims for which the Department may be or may be claimed to be liable, and legal fees and disbursements paid or incurred to enforce the provisions of this paragraph.

The City of Hector further agrees to obtain, maintain and pay for such general liability coverage as will ensure the provisions of this paragraph.

WHEREAS, the City of Hector will be responsible for any damage done to the highway property as a result of the event activities, damages payable upon receipt of invoice.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the City Council of the City of Hector permits Trunk Highway #4 to be closed for the Unforgettable Christmas Parade on December 1, 2011 from 8:00 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES
Airport – The project is done except for items that will be completed in the spring.  Money will be held back until those items are done.
Two contracts will be sent into the FAA for the first payment request for the second phase of the project  $362,295.09 and the final payment for the culverts  $75,443.20.   

 Motion to approve the payments by Council Member Bergsma for $362,395.09 and $75,443.20 with a second by Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.
The committee is looking at the new verbiage on the ground lease 

Ambulance -  Incentives for the ambulance and fire department crews to entice people to become members.  Other cities were polled and a hand out was given to the council.  There was a discussion on the members and their commitment to their job.  
On call was explained, there are not enough members to cover all the on call with what the by- laws provide.  They do what they can to cover the hours.  Buffalo Lake and Hector are talking about helping each other out on calls.

Can there be a system set up like the Fire Relief Association?
Stair Cot – The stair cot is old and a safety hazard for the patient and ambulance crews.  Motion to allow Olson and Hoyhtya to purchase the stair cot and approve to use the funding money to be used for ambulance equipment and relating items by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Mark Schultz suggested that the ambulance crew publicize that they need funds to purchase equipment for donations and tie it to a fund raiser.

Police Department  -  Motion to approve the hiring of Patrick Callahan as Hector Police Chief who lives NW of Hector within the 10 minutes response time by Council Member Bergsma with a second by Gentry.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.  He will be starting in December.
 Public Works Department –  Two bids for the snow hauling from K & S Millwrights and Howard Hughes.  Motion to approve the bids from K & S Millwrights for $100.00 and Howard Hughes  for $90.00 due to the size of the trailers and the fuel surcharge by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Snow Blower Motion to approve the purchase of a Loftness snow blower to replace one that is old and parts are not available for a cost of $11,250 by Council Member Bergsma, with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.  

Schueller came up with an Alley Gravel Program, which will be starting in spring.

The street light on Main Street that came down in the July 1 storm is on order.

The curb box in front of Our Own Hardware will be replaced and the dentist’s office will be placed there also.

Administration – Motion to approve the LSS Nutrition Program by Council Member Olson with s second by Council Member Bergsma for the 2012 year.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.
Motion to approve the purchase of Workmen’s Compensation for the elected officials by Council Member Gentry, second by council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.
Old Fire Hall – The building committee suggested to make an offer to Mr. Klawitter a purchase price of $35,000 good until December 1, 2011.    The committee will continue to look at other options for buildings.

BUDGET – Look at cell phones for budget meeting, sewer capital improvements and wage distribution.  Next budget meeting, November 29, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the city hall with a back up of December 8, 2011.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

The council motioned to approve the payables for $68,795.63 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

ADJOURNMENT 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
