MONTHLY CITY COUNCIL MEETING
FEBRUARY 11, 2013

CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on February 11th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Squibb.  Members present: Mayor Steven Squibb, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Janet Olson and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya & Hugh Veit with Moore Engineering.  Others present: Michael Gartner, Marlys Hagstrom, Allan Kirgiss, Penny Macik, and Jerome Schueller.     

Welcome to everyone by Mayor Squibb.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Council Member Bergsma motioned to approve the agenda second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve the consent agenda, with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS AND COMMUNICATIONS
Hugh Veit with Moore Engineering presented the bills to be paid. Motion by Council Member Olson approving the following payment requests for the Triple J Farms Project:

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
The council discussed Ordinance §93.00 Animal Ordinance.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES

Ambulance – Motion to accept Mark Sellner’s resignation effective February 4, 2013 by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, Olson abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.
The squad is down to 13 members and looking for interested people.  Contact any member of the ambulance squad for details.  

March 15, 2013 is the ambulance’s spaghetti supper followed by the firemen’s dance, at the American Bar & Grill from 5:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.

EDA – The contract is being looked at by the city attorney for Welcome Home Management.
The new non-profit has been formed, named Hector Community Spirit.

Police – The council reviewed the report.  There was a county wide training at the BLHS School that was very well attended.

Public Works – the city will no longer spread sand and salt.  Liability is an issue.
Motion to approve the purchase of a 729BT Grasshopper 61” power fold deck mower from Lano Equipment of Norwood at the price of $10,153.13 after trade in by Council Member Olson with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
Schueller to put together a spec sheet for the old mower so that it can be advertised.

The new truck is at Aspen Equipment having the equipment installed on the truck.  Schueller will put together a spec sheet for the old truck so that it can be advertised pending delivery of the new truck.

Motion to pay Lange’s bill for $212.35 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Radermacher.   
Bergsma, Olson and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Schueller gave the fire department a tour of the water plant during their training night.

Administration - The council reviewed the cemetery Request for Proposal for mowing.  This will be advertised with proposals due back March 22, 2013 and the council will make their selection at their April meeting on the 8th.

Deputy Clerk -  This job will be advertised as Barb Johnson will retire April 30, 2013.  Hours will be flexible 20-25 a week.

The council would like Banyon to come out and explain the PSN, e-payments, e-bills and e-communications package.  
Motion by Council Member Olson with a second by Council Member Bergsma to proceed with direct deposit for payroll.     Bergsma, Olson and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
A committee was formed to bring back recommendations to the council on going paperless.  Bergsma and Squibb will be on this committee.

Bergsma reported that the building committee will be moving forward with talks of one central building.  There are people out there interested in the other buildings.
Hoyhtya will look visit with Habitat for Humanity about the lot on Elm.
