Hector City Council Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7 PM by Mayor Steve Squibb, followed by the pledge of allegiance.   

The Mayor introduced Brad and Gary to the group, and with that turned the meeting over them to review the 3rd Quarter financial report.  The group reviewed the financials and discussed the status of the record keeping at this point.  AEM has everything up to speed and balanced, and has been working with Karen to keep things running smoothly.  The staff has requested to receive monthly information, and AEM will work with Karen to get the reports setup and then run each month.  They will continue to provide their summary on a quarterly basis and present it to the council.
The budget documents were reviewed, and some final details were discussed.  The Mayor called for a council go or no go to the present budget and after a voice approval from all of the members directed AEM to finalize their presentation for the Tax Hearing based on the last provided numbers.  The tax hearing will take place during the regular council meeting on December 9th at 7 PM at the Community Center.  The Mayor thanked AEM for their time and effort.

The council once again reviewed the estimates for the city office roof project, along with the air handling bids.  Given the information received during the regular council meeting about the ability to put the roof on without concern for the weather, the council was interested in getting that resolved to prevent any further damage.  After some discussion about the air handling, a motion was offered by Chuck and seconded by Doug to proceed with the Fully Adhered roof bid from Forcier Roofing for $25,740 and to ensure that a 20 year warranty was included.  There was discussion around the air handling plan at that point, and it was decided to have the low bidder work with the roofing company to supply the necessary curbs, and that the units would be installed depending on finances in the spring.  All voted for; none voted against – Motion Carried.

Greg motioned to adopt resolution 13-44 granting the Lions a permit for its annual raffle over Hector Corn Chaff weekend.  Motion was seconded by Ralph; all voted for, none voted against – motion carried.

Ralph motioned to adopt Resolution 13-45 setting the city equipment rates for 2014.  Motion was seconded by Greg; all voted for, none voted against – motion carried.

Ralph motioned to adjourn at approximately 7:00 PM, Doug seconded.  All voted for, none voted against – Motion carried
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
